France’s Potential
Resources

Refunding External Debt. Latest reports indicate that France is
about to proceed with the funding of her debt to Great Britain and
the United States. This step, in the opinion of international bankers,
will orove a powerful impetus in the rise of the franc. The aftermath
ot such refundment can best be gauged by the behaviour of the British
Pound Stesling, which has recently scored a new high since the war

ment, we belisve, is but precursory, in view of therecent better tone of
news, to a rise <! greater proportions. As the current rate of exchange
determines the future value of French Government 6% bonds present
pufchasers of these securities will have some splendid profits to
show within the next few months.

Reparations. France is to receive large sums on her reparation
account from Germany which will greatly enhance her treasury. The
Ministry of Finance bas issued a statement outlining the economic and
financial situation. As 1t contains mich information of interes to

The Government will shortly be in a position to increase its re-
imbursements to the Bank of France which will do away with the
menace of inflation, while it will also help to stabilize the value of the
franc in relation with foreign.exchanges. The franc as a result. will
then start to®ain in value and 5o cause the cost of living to decrease.

The budgetary situation shows a stcady improvement. In 1919
national expenditure exceeded revenu: 1, nearly 24 billion francs
in 1923, the general budget, which included all expenditure of govern:
ment departments balanced; in 1924, the general budget will show an
excess of revenue which will go a good way towards covering expendi-
tures under the Special Budget for reconstruction of the devastated
regions; in 1925, for the first time in eleven years, according to the
preseat official estimates, all expenditures will be met by normal re-
venue.

The generdl economic situation shows a similar improvement. The
uninterrupted development of France's foreign trade, the constant
increase in revenue from all sources of taxation, the reconstruction of
the devastated regions and the new wealth hrought.to the country by
the return of Alsace Lorraine are all factors of primei mportance to the
nation's economic balance sheet.

In 1920’ France’s imports exceeded exports by 24 billion hinm; o

today the situation is reversed and France is selling abroad more than
she is buying. On the basis of the figures for the first six months of
last year, the trade balance, for 1924, will be in France's favor to the
extent of 3 billion francs.

Seventy-five per cent. of the total damage done by the German
armies in the devastated regions of Northern Hrance has now been
made good and this remarkable result has been achieved by France
alone. The provinces of the north have recovered their entire pre-war

lation of 4,278,000 i and the terrible ravages of war
will soon be wiped out. 2

Most important of all, in concluding this statement of France's econo-
mic and financial condition, the French Minister of Finance points out
that Germany has now declared herself willing to make reparations
payments and that under the prowisions of the Dawes plan 52 per cent. of
these paymexts will be credited to France. These monies will be of
substantial help in enabling the French Government to speed up the

The total lation of the bli ing to the latest
available figures is 184 per square mile. In 1921 there were 1,550,449
foreigners in France. Paris, the capital, has 2,906,472 inhabitants,
and Marseilles, Lyons, Bordeaux, and Lille are cities of over 200,000 '
population.
