MICAH'S PICTURE OF UNIVERSAI
PEACE,

s » Micah 4: 1-1B.

GCLDEN TEXT.

. “Nation shall not lift up sword a
gainst nation, neither shall the)
learn war any more.''Micah 4: 3.

POINTED SUGGESTIONS.

By Rev. D, W. Snider.

Micah is classed as being a prophet
of the people. It is an honorable dis-
tinction. It is so worthy that des
igning men have more than once Ol
twice played the role—walking dele
gates, agitators, blatherskites or sub
tle and suggestive Absalmons and dc
justice.

But Micah was a prophet of God
whose concern by reason of thie
training and his call was for the peo
ple. He wanted them to know God a¢
One who cared for the oppressed an
who would punish the oppressor. Hq
presented the idea of God by an up
holding of the cause of the people
and an identification of religion witl
merey.

Social reform was a message of the
prophet. And he crossed swords eftec
tivel- with those who oppressed it or
account of their selfish interests anc
unholy designs. He recognized and ex
posed the prophets of the brewer
distiller.. (Ch. 2: 11.)

The good times of ‘‘the latter days'
have a fashion of receding like the
lines of the horizon. But it is unwar:
ranted because it is untrue to say
that all the good has been promised
by prophetic utterance still awaits
the last days. The glories that have
been are lightly esteemed because of
the expectation (indeed, the sure pro-
mise) of tne glory that excelleth. The
rench exceeds the grasp. ‘‘And there
is one- far-off event.’

There are caritics, it seems, who
would deprive the prophet Micah of
the credit of this chapter because it
does not read like other that helong
to him and because Isah has said the
same things in much the same words.
Shocking! But let them attempt to
draw a picture of universal peace and
improve upon vs. 3, 4 and 5. Better
be wise and quote something to the
point, even if one has dome it before
you, than spoil in statement an un-
spoilable idea. f

The conception of the prophet of
“the era of Messianic felicity’’ pre-
sents several thoughts of practical
value.

1. The transfer of uses. Peace does
not mean stagnation nor the tie up
of "industry. Flowshares need work-
manship and produce revenue just as
surely as swords and the spoils of
war.

2. The fact of peace and the fruits
thereof depend upon the fulfilment. of
revelation, In a day of Dreadnoughts,
“of reaking tube and iron shard,’" it
is left for faith to accept it. But for
faith it is sufficient that ‘‘the moutt
of the Lord hath spoken it.”

3. The day of peace means a walk
with God. No 'more precious privilege
nor high call can be thought of than
that. Men long for the paths of the
Lord, but it has to be learned that
they do not connect with the ways of
personal or national anger or covet-
ousness or revemge.

4. Peace abroad gives larger, purer,
surer opportunity for peace at home.
The family , hearthstone of these
northern climates, which corresponds
to -‘‘the vine. and fig tree’’ of the
southern, is a bewitching dream to
the soldier. It is the gateway of hea-
ven to those who enjoy it without the
menace of a foe.

The twentieth century pushes more
nearly to the time of universal peace
than it ever has been within the pri-
vileze of men to contemplate. The
statue between Argentina and Chile is
not without its fruitful eflect. ~ The
Court of Arbitration at the Hague
anticipates a world-judiciary of such
a character that Dreadnoughts one
day shall be junk.
