Penny-Pinchmg Spendthritts

Our hard-worked and poorly paid rural mail
carriers have received notice that the small’
bonus paid them in war years is to be discon-
tinued and they will presumably have to con-
tract on pre-war terms if they wish to continue
in their jobs.  This is a sample of the penny-
pinching “cconomy” practiced at Ottawa, where,
having boosted their own salaries by $2,000 an-
nually, our parliamentarians are now engaged
in putting through a bill to boost judges’ sal-
aries all along the line.  The suggestion that
the judges could wait for another year, until
old age nensioners and  other  unfortunate
classes were taken care of, finds no favour wish

Justice Minister 'St. Laurent,  All his colleagues
in the Cabinet, who are so much afraid of in-

flation if farm prices are increased, will of
course vote with Mr. St. Laurent to give the
judges what they want. And they will of

course stand shoulder to shoulder with Mr.
Ilsley in insisting that the taxpayers continue
paying for a war-inflated civil service out of all
proportion to our peacctime needs.

This great army of - bureaucrats which was
placed on the public payroll during the war ap-
pears only too willing to stay there. A year
after V-E day, they are going almost as
strong as ever. Mr. J. M. Macdonnell gave
the House of Commons a few statistics about
them which are worth repeating. Since 1939
the civil service has increased from 70,000 to
150,000 governnient emplovees. Since the war's
end the incredibly small reduction of goo in this
army of 150,000 has been made. A real cause
for curiosity concerns the present activities of
many of the other 149,100. Thousands of jobs
of stenographers, clerks and controllers must
have disappeared with the ending of the De-
partment of Munitions and Supply and other
war services, but on the basis of Mr. Macdon-
nell’s figures the civil servants linger on, draw-
ing their pay.

An illustration of what is happening while
the rural mail carriers are losing their bonuses
is provided by a Civil Service Commission ad-
vertisement for a director of public relations
for the Department of National Defence for
Air, at a salary range of $3,900 to $4.500. The
fact that the position was advertised by the
Civil Service Commission indicates that the job
is to be permanent though it is about as ne-
cessary in peacetime as a fifth wheel to a cart.
When the peacetime Air Force has news to
give out the newspapers can be depended on to

" go after it. That applies to other government
offices as well. All that live newspapers ask
is a fair field and no favors in news gathering :
not government handouts, which are- usually
larded with propaganda. As one exchange
opines, it looks as though this peacetime pub-
lic relation director’s main duties will be to
see that the swivel chair officials and officers
inthe department get their names in the pap-
ers on every possible occasion.

On the hasis of the“tax rates now in effect
the payment of eleven taxpayers earning $2,
500 a year will be required to pay the salary
of this one director of public relations in the
Air Defense Department. How many rural
mail carriers’ honuses it would pay is some-
thing we haven't worked out. And this is but
one item in a long list of unnecessary expenses
that is keeping the taxpaver's nose to the grand-
stone, and making Mr, Ilsley's statement sound
pretty sillv that the Government is doing every-
thing possible to curb expenditure.

P.E.l. Farm Income Higher

In the official compilation of cash income
received by Canadian farmers from the sale
of farm products in 1945 the combined totals
of the nine Provinces are shown as $1,685.8 mil-
lion, compared with the record of $1,826.5 mil-
lion received in 1944 and which represents a
decrease of $140.7 million or 7.7 per cent. The
1945 income, however, was $276.2 million
higher than for 1943 and $963.5 million above
the figure for 193g. When supplementary pay-
.ments are included, income for 1945 totalled $1,-
602.3 million as compared with $1,844.2 mil-
lion in 1944.

While the overall total declined, it is note-
worthy to record that in five provinces an in-
crease was registered and Prince Edward Is-
land was in this category, the others being New
Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario and British Col-
umbia. By Provinces the cash farm income for
1945, with the 1944 figures in brackets, is
shown, in millions of dollars, as follows: Prince
Edward Island, $16.4 ($13.7); Nova Scotia
$26, ($27.9) ; New Brunswick $35.1 ($33.3);
Quebec $228 ($221) ; Ontario $449.3  ($404.1) ;
Manitcha  $153.4  ($176.7); Sagkatchewan
$414.8 ($543.8) ;. Alberta $289.1 ($338); Brit-
ish Columbia $73.7 ($68). '
