“iIt ‘appéars from this summary that
the year’s output of Bibles by the
British and 'Foreign Biblé So.isty
numbered 7,899,000 volumes. The P4i-
ble Bociety of Scotland, for the last
year of recurd, circulated 2,359,000
volumee. ‘r'he issues of the American
Bible Society for the same period
numbered 4,049, 610, making a grand
total of copieés of the Bible of 14,308, -
595. To this enormous mumber may
be added the circulation by the Con-

‘tinental Bible societies, the statistics

of which have not yet béen published,:

Nor do these figures by ‘any means
represént the entire number of Bibles
issued ‘during the year of record. The
commercial circulation of the Scrip-
tures by the great Bible presses—Ox-
ford, Nelson & Sons, the Internation-
al and others—must be added. These

figures abundantly indicate that the

Bible oatranks all other books as a
seller, although millions of copies are
given out annually by the Bible socie-
ties, literally without money and
without price.
