of producing what they can con-
sume in food products and it is
necessary for us in Eastern Canada
to have access to their markst
without having to climb over
tariff wall. The Liberal tariff po-
licy will be framed to take into
consideration interest, pensions,
railway deficits and ordinary expen-
diture and it will be adjusted on a
revenue basis. In regard to the
railway, situation he maintained
that under the Board of Manage-
ment there was no safeguard
agains: profiteering and that the
system was all wrong. The enter-
locking of directorates was not a
sound business method and the
principle of taking the expenditure

-| of public monays out. of the hands

of parliament could not be approv-
ed. The freight rates are almost
tpmhlblllve for shipping grain and
potatoes and these must be ad-
justed as soon as possible. He
maintained that the statement
made regarding the surplus earned
by the Merchant Marine was not
correct and that the government
embarked upon the work of build-
ing these ships without a policy
and without authority.

Mr. Dcnald McKinnon, the next
speaker, maintained that Mr. Sinc-
lair was now taking objection to
many things which had occurred
during the parliamentary session
and of which it is not on record
that he took any objecticn to ‘at
the time. He was in the House
when these measures which he
now condemns were passed and
it was his place and duty as a
member to raise his objections
there He has stated night after
night 1n his campaign meetings
that Canada’s Merchant Marine
ships are costing altogether ' too
much, but he let the cat cut of the
bag at Eldon when he said the Lib-
eral faction wanted the govern-
ment 1o sell some of these ships
and that they had been offered
$135 a ton,

Mr. Sinclair: In 1919,

they had that offer, he says. And
he comes before ycu tonight ana
tries ‘to. make You people belieyve
that they are "worth only $35- a
fon! Is not that what he tells
you, that they could be bought as
cheaply for $35 a ten?
