Many types of varnish
are used by painters and the first
step after cleaning down to the
varnish is to ..determine the one
used. Then the proper solvent is
selected and tested for strength.
Retouching i{s only necessary if

i the picture has changed and the

paint removed. If the originals are
not marked, chipped or otherwise
damaged they may be restored per-
fectly with all the beauty and
brightness intended by the artist.
“Sixty years is a long time in
any profession,” sald Mr. Woodley,
who is now in his seventy second
year, “but I am &always learning
something more about my work.”

Enjoyable Firemen’s
Banquet Last Night
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S. D. U. Tied For
First Place
In Debating

The deck was covered with ice,
making it very slippery. Water
was pouring into the cabins when
we went over the side. The bottom
was ripped out amidships.

“The men lost were the last five
on the ship — they refused to come
off. They said they wanted to stay
and die wita her.

“I fell out of the dory as I tried
to get in and had to be pulled
back. We were all soaked.

“We rosed out to sea for six
miles to wait for daybreak and try
to get into land, The five dories
were in line. We waited for the
sixth dory but it never came.

“We kept singing and talking
walting for dawn. We never bother-
ed with life belts .We were scared
to move because of the big break-
ers, I had no thought of getting
out but decided to give it a chance
anyway.

“When we got in, the first dory
turned over and the men had to
swim for land. The others struck
side-on.”

The dead are Leo Blagdon
and Conrad Blagdon of Boxey,
Nfld.,, Garfield Green and Nor-
man Ball of Wencounter West,
Nfld.,, and John S. Blagdon of
Coles Cove, Nfld.

The Marshal Frank was owned
by James Petit of Halifax and the
5l-year-old captain.

Capt. Miles tias been at sea for
35 years. He had been in one
shipwreck before — 20 years ago.
All.the survivors were Newfound-
landers and all the men aboard
ship were married. It was Capt.
Miles’ firét fishing trip of the
year.

The schooner had 40,000 tons of
fish aboard and was about to sail
for Halifax and discharge her
cargo when the storm struck.

Tonight, the ship had been
driven over the shoals to within
20 feet of the shore. One can walk
out to it at low tide. Fish was
splattering around the decks. The
schooner was breaking up fast and
Capt Miles sald it was a total
loss.

The 21 survivors were taken to
the Sallors’ Institute at nearby
North Sydney. A truck picked them
up at Framholse Cove, a fishing
village of about 200 population.
Two bodies — those of Leo
Blagdon and Green — were wash-
ed ;shore and recovered by R. C.

It was the second shipwreck on

the Nova Scotia coast in recent
weeks. The T75-foot Lunenburg
dragger Marle Brenda piled ashore
near Isaac Harbor light house Feb.
