H!s Worship, Mayor B. Roy Hol-
man, in an address to the Society,
sald that he had contended for
some years that serious considera-
tion be given the matter of trying
lhg curfew law again, He “hoped
this Council (City Couneil) will ar-
range that before the end of this
term.” He blamed the varents for
the children being allowed to be on
the streets at night and said there
“is a great disregard for law and
ovder.” He paid tribute to the police
“who are anxious and willing to do
their duty.”

He exp'ained that the City had
cut out direct relief because the
Domin‘on and Provincial Govern-
ments 1:ad discontinued their con-
tributions. The Citv was unable 0
carry on the burdsn alone. How-
ever, the varicus clergy in the city
had promised to take care of the
matter, The sitvation has been re-
lleved somewhat by the fact that
many former recipients had enlist-
ed, he said.

Conduct of Children

Dr. MacMillan, in his compre-
hensive report of the year's activi-
ties, ti"e text of which appears be-
low. brought up thé problem of
children running wild on the streets.
He referred to the ‘disgraceful”
conduct of the vouth of the city
during the Armistice Day celebra-
tions, the occasion of Major Nev's
lecture given in a theatre recently
and on other occaslons. He thought
“the police in the City should ex-
ercise more jurisdiction and power”
in dealing with such disturlances.

Rev. Hughh Miller declared that
the “disturbance of boys and girls
is worse today than it was two years
ago,” He cited the need of the
church, school and other societles
“combinine to teach better civie
pride to citizens

Rev. G. C. Webster said that
the matter of a curfew law had
been considered for three or four
vears Tt 1s difficult to enforce, he
vointed out. “The time has come
when we should move forward to
the end when we must express our
belief that we showld. at least for
a season, have the curfew law plac-
ed on the statute books again.” He
then moved that “we go on record
as being In favor of the establish-
ment of the curfew law in the clly
nf Cherlottetown within the near
future.”

Rev. I. J. Levy, seconding the
moticn, sald that the problem was
not the <1-14ron but the home.

Rev. P. D. McManon, supporting
the motion, sugeasted that in fram-
ing the law, the city authoritles
rost an eye on its method of en-
forcement so as to avold making the
nolicemen ridicu'ous chasing chil-
dren about the streets; also to def-
initelv settle the sanction of the
law—know v! other the punishment
would be on the child or the par-
ent

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Resigns to
Open seat
For Meighen

TORONTO, Nov. 27 — (CP)—
Resignation of Col. Alan Cock-
eram as member of Parliament
for York south to pave the
way for the entrance of Rt. Hon.
Arthur Meighen into the House
of C was a d to-
night. Col. Cockeram was elect-
ed the House as a Conser-
vative in the 1940 general el-
ections,

It had been expected a To-
ronto seat would be opened
since Mr. Meighen was chosen
leader of the Conservative par-
ty at a meeting of party direct-
ors at Ottawa Nov. 8,

The resignation of Col. Cock-
eram was announced by the
York South Conservative As-
sociation.

A statement said the Associa-
tion executive “welcomes Mr.
Meighen as our candidate in
South York, pledges him our
loyalty and support and believes
the electors of South York gen-
erally will be proud to be rep-
resented in the House of Com-
mons by such an outstanding
Canadian.

“We express to Col. Cockeram
our thanks for his service to
this riding and to Canada and
our appreciation of the motives
zh!ch propted his resigna-

on.

Mr. Donald MacKinnon also told
how the law had worked wienr
tried out on a former occasion, He
suggested the taking of a ~ensus
to find “the really needy” peon'e in
the city.

Agent’'s Report

Mr. W. J. Brawders, agent for
the society, who was complimented
on his work by the various speak-
ers, in a report of the year's work
spoke of the checking up on nacn
attendance at schocl, the care of
neglected and dependent children
and juvenile delinquency.

He listed the (I:ree - principal
causes for non-attendance at scucol
as being: sickness, poverty an: neg-
ligent parents.

He described in detail the pro-
cess which Is necessary to make
neglected or dependent children the
wards of the society: also, if out-
side the city, how thev are made
wards of the Superintendent. In
this connection, he sald, “Although
it is difficult to find foster homes
for needv children, yet, each year,
parties wiitiing to adopt children
into their homes, call at one or the
other of the orphanages, and in
this way a limited number of child-
ren do find thelr way annually
into nice homes where they are
well cared for.”

Mr. Brawders described the pro-
cedure followed In the court which
deals with juvenile delinquency and
read some of the actual cases.

President’s Report

In his interesting report of the
year’s activities, Hon. Dr, MacMill-
an, President, spoke as follows:

“I take pleasure in presenting A&
brief report of the work of this
Soclety for the past year.

“Of "course, you are no doubt a-
ware of the aims and objects of
the organization, viz, the care and
protection of neglected and depen-
dent children.

“Children of this class are {hose
whose parents. because of ignorance
or neglect, fail to give them the
start in life to which normal boys
and girls are entitled, or are un-
able to do so because of poverty.

“Many such children are made
wards of the Children’s Aid Society,
which means that
ship_is transferred from _the pa

e e e S
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ents to the Society, whichh may then
take whatever action is considered
best for the future welfare of the
children. They are sometimes plac-
ed in an orphanage, and transferr-
edi from there to suitable foster
hemes, or they may be sent to such
foster homes direct.

“At the present time, eighty eight

. children are wards of the Soclety.

A large number of these are in good
homes throughout the Province.
Some are in St. Vincents Orphan-
age, some in the Protestant Orphan-
age, five are in Reform Schools and
the remainder are with their par-
ents under the supervision of the
Society.

“We are most fortunate in hav-
ing such splendid foster homes for
50 many of our wards, and when
we consider the present condition
of the children in these homes. and
compare it with what it would oth-
erwise have been in most instances,
I feel we have ample justification
for the existence of the Soclety, as
there can be no doubt of the value
of the work which is being done for
these little ones.

““Those in the Orphanages and
Reformatories are receiving excell-
ent training which will be most
valuable in giving thhem a proper
start in life.

“Those who are still with thelr
parents, under supervision are get-
ting along reasonably well, and in
many Instances considerable im-
provement has taken place in home
conditions since the children were
made wards. This, of course, 1s
very gratifying. I might say here
however, that the Soclety has pow-
er to remove children who are
wards, from their homes at any
time if circumstances should make
it necessary to take such action.

- “The matter of finding suitable
homes is still one of our big prob-
lems, and it is becoming increas-
ingly difficult to obtain such homes.
Our work is retarded on this ac-
count, as it happens sometimes we
are unable to take over the cus-
tody of children who are sadly i»
need of better care and guidance
than their own homes afford. Those
placed in the Orphanages
find their way into good homes but
there is a limit to ti:e number the
Orphanages can accommodate, al-
though they are never known to
turn a deaf ear to an appeal on
behalf of a deserving case.

Juvenile Delinquency

“A juvenile delinquent 1s such
because in many instances, though
not always, he is a neglected child.
‘Therefore, another phase of our
work is that of endeavoring to curb
delinquency among juveniles.

“Parents are interviewed in all
cases of netty annoyance, and for
the sake of their boys, their zo-on-
eration is requested in seeing to it
that th:ere be no repetition of the
offence complained of.

“The parents in most cases co-
operate wholeheartedly and with
excellent results

“For more serious offences, ju-
veniles are brought to the Juvenile
Court, and our statistics snow that
approximately 85 per cent of thcse
who are brought to the court never
glve anv further trouble.

“The remaining 15 per cent ap-
pear two or more times and ev-
ertualiy some of these must be
committed to the Reformatory.

‘'Ahe number of juveniles bzlore
the court the past year was fifty
four, as compared with thirty one
the previous year. It is a remark-
able thing that over a period of
seven years we find the number of
delinquents is high every alternate
year, and low the intervening year.

“This happens to be a high yea,,
and we earnestly trust that next
year will again be low, and very
much lower,

“We are living in an age vhen
home conditions seem to have
changed greatly over what they
were formerly, and as a resul* of
this change we have large nuribers
of our children running wild about
our streets at night when they
should be at home preparing their
school work, and retiring at a re-
spectable hour,

“We say emphatically that if the
ﬁlarenw of these children were do-

g their duty, these conditions
would not be so serious, but when
the parents themselves are away
from home at night, and the child-
ren left to take care of themselves,
it is no wonder they are to be found
running wild on our streets, and our
young girls assoclating with very
dangerous company.

“This is a matter which calls for
the serlous consideration of the
authorities, and citizens generally to
see If some measures cannot be
taken to get these children off our
streets at night.

“If not, and the situation contin-
ues as at present, to grow worse,
we shall have a serious problem to
deal with later on.”

OTAWA, Nov. 27 —(CP)— Trade
Minister MacKinnon announced to-
day that no permits for the export
of furs and fur skins from Canada
will be granted for several days or
until the Wartime Prices and Trade
Board have had the opportunitv of
investigating the whole situation
pertaining to the supply of furs for
domestic requirements.

The Minister said the special sit-
uaticn pertaining to silver or black
fox furs or skns is be:ng recogniz-
ed. These furs are subject to im-
port restrictions on importation in-
to the United States and a new
quota year starts Dec. 1.

Canadian breeders of silver or
black fox furs or skins may be as-

sured that permits will eventuzlly-

be granted for the export to the
United States of such furs or skins
up to the limit of the quantities
permitted to enter the United States
under the restrictions imposed by
that country.

Day sweeps
Nets R.A.F.
Four Nazi ships

LONDON, Nov 27—(CP)—The

Fish catch up

HALIFAX, Nov. 26 —(CP) —Fish
landings in the Eastern Division of
the Department of Fisheries totalled
32,910,200 pounds, valued at $749-
362, In October, compared with
36,790,500 pounds, valued at $576-
080, in the same month last year,
Chief Supervisor A. L. Barry re-
ported today.

In Nova Scotia, the catch was
18,052,700 pounds, valued at $411,821,
compared with 21,043,700 pounds
valued at $337,859 in October, 1940.
The New Brunswick catch totalled
12,734,200 pounds, valued at $263.921
compared wiht 14,184.000 ~pounds,
valued at $197,991. The Prince Ed-
ward Island catch was 1317,700
