Some of the seamen returned to New

Lad-experience of both the arctic and
antarctic, say that the cold in the lat-
ter is less severe and the atmosphere
drier.

Canadian Women,

_ Mr. P. B. Ball, Canadian Agent dt
Leeds, kngland, writing to Toronto
Sunday World, says: Some little
time ago I noticed that an English
lady was writing some rather severe
criticisms on Cunadian women, and I
wondered if it- could be my f{riend,
Mrs., Margaret Polson Murray. At
that time I had not been very long
in this country, and remembering my
earlier predilection for English wa-
men I did not like to get in the mix
up, more especially as I knew how
well able both our women and men are
to defend the sex. The longer I live in
the country the more predisposed 1
am to acknowledge the better quali-
ties of Canadian women. Many years
ago in my callow youth before 1 had
been sutliciently acquainted with their
many good points, on my trips here
I was disposed to give foreign wo-
men the preference, but 1 thought 1
would allow my more matured judg-
ment to speak before writing on the
subject. It has been my privilege to
visit Great Britain, Germany, Aus-
tria, France and the United States,
and meet women in each of these
countries. Hitherto 1 had always
thought that Knglish women were
probably the finest, next to them the
Austrian, having in mind a visit to
Budapest in the late seventies. Look-
ing at the matter after some years'
experience I can say honestly that no
nation produces a finer class of = wo-
men  than Canada. We do not, as
the Germans do, have women for
breeding children only, or as upper
servants. We do not stand as a
race, producing money to clothe the
women in purple and fine linen only,
as the United States men do. We
do not keep our girls back and not
allow them to have any say for
themselves until after they aré mar-
ried, as France or Austria. We take
them something bhetween the British
and American. We have the good
looks of both, and the sound com-
;non sense of the one and the good
dressing of the other. We are apt to
‘reat them more as companions than
other nations.
