OTTAWA, Jan. 2.—(CP) —While
war conditions have led the British
people to give up some of their
cherished liberties, it is erroneous to
conclude that Great Britain is no
longer a democracy, Air Chief Mar-
shal 8ir Hugh Dowding said today
in a speech to the Canadian Club.
Among his listeners were the Gov-
ernor-General and Prime Minister !
Mackenzie King. |
‘‘There is all the difference in the
world between a voluntary surrend- !
er of liberties in order that the war
may be prosecuted successfully and
the restrictions and hardships im-
vosed on a reluctant people by a|

He made the remark in discus-
sing the spirit of the British people
and conditions of living in the air
raid zone. Some persons, he said,
felt there was little difference be-|
tween conditions in Great Britain
and those in Germany, and the

“I would say Mr. Churchill isthe,
true interpreter of the nation and
its wishes,” he said. “Far from the
German view that he is a dictater
impesing his will on the people, it
is the iren will of the nation which
is imposed on Mr. Churchill. The
naticn would not permit him to,
weaken even if he wished to.”
