Discouraged Man
Saved From Death

NEW YORK, Oct. 4—Clinging to
a precarious perch on a steel cable
of the Manhattan Bridge—200 feet
above the East River, a policeman
today talked an aged and discour-
aged man out of the idea of com-
mitting suicide, -

George Kennedy, 65, who de-
scribed himself as ‘“homeless, job-
less, sick, worn out and tired of
life,” had climed almost to the top
of the 100-foot cable when spied
by Traffic Policemen George Perk-
ins and Joseph Lopiesti.

The two policemen started in pur-
suit, Perkins overtaking the ' would=-
be suicide about six feet from the
top and with Lopiesti not far be-
hind. Fearful the man would jump,
Perkins engaged him in casual con-
versation,

“Have you a cigarette?"” he asked.

“No,” the man roplied,.“I don’t
smoke.”

" Other casual conversation follow-
ed, and then Perkins asked, “are
you hungry?”

When the man' replied that he
hadn’t had any food in two days,
the Patrolman holding on to the
cable with one hand reached into
his pocket and extracted all the
money he had—80 cents—and
handed it towards Kennedy. At the
same time he got a firm grip on
the man and convinced him he
ought to climb down, that he would
be fed and cared for.
