The letter addressed by the Summerside Town
Council to their federal representative, Hon. J.

The Council associates itself with the
sutspoken criticism made in the Legislature by
Premier ]J. Walter Jones, which goes farther
than any Opposition comment in indicting the
Dominion Government for laxity and disregard
of our transportation interests. To this the
Summerside Council adds:

mds, of atever political leaning, as to the
reason why this Province of the Confederation
is today endiring such hardship; simply the in-
difference, delay and neglect of those cntrusted
with the d of government. The construction
of tihis newe car ferry was a necessary war cffort
and the old arguments of scarcity of material,
money or men cannot stand. It was cvpressed
in Council that no other section or province of
this Dominion wcould have countenanced or ve-
ceived sucl treatment.”

Col. Ralston's  two-column reply appeared
along with the Summerside Council's letter in
yesterday's issue. It is an unconvincing at-
tempt to excuse the inexcusable.  One fact of
which it fails to take note is that a huge $to.-
000.000 icebreaker was recently completed in
the United States. It had been started a year
and a half ago. There was never any real at-
tempt made to ascertain whether our car ferry
could not alss have been built across the line.
Col. Ralston in his letter does not claim that
there was; and this ommission, on the part of
such an able counsel for the defense, speaks

GOOD FRIDAY

The name Good Friday for the
day on which Christ was crucified
is peculiar to lish Deo-
ple; it is & name that indicates that
this Day of the Cross has assoc-
iations of joy and gladness for
Christian people rather than of
gloom and sorrow.

‘hero in the eyes of all subsequent
historv—a hero who suffered un-
| justly and cruelly for a cause bene-
ficial to mankind. Nor was this all-
—His death, sinfully brought about
and unjustly executed — opened n'
gateway of surprise by giving God
an opportunity of vindicating the
Crucified through His resurrection
from the dead. God was left out of
the reckoning by the enemlies o
Christ, but history shcwed then, as
it ever shows, that the last word
belongs to God Thus in the provid-
ence of God the Cross and the Res-
urrection go together — the former
was but a painful, dark and humil-
iating gateway ‘o the latter. In our
judgment upon the Cross, its value,
its messages, we cannot see it
otherwise than through the per-
spective of the Resurrection; = f
