Doubt is expressed if, without pro-
viding something else in its place,
the existing system could be abrupt-
1y broken up if the Houss wanted to
do it. The British North America
Act confers jurisdiction in divorce
on parliament. 'That probably it
doest't need to avail itsel? of this
18 clear from the fact that, somehow,
divorce courts have already been set
up by all the provinces but Ontario
and Quebec. To close one door, how-
ever, without simultaneously open-
ing another, may be held to contra-
vene the spirit of the constitution,
which, evidently, sanctions the prin-
ciple and places on Parllament the
obligation of either doing the Job
itself or else delegating some one else
to do fit.
