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Well Done first Prince !

The results of yesterdsy’s by-election in
First Prince indicate a victory for the Conser-
vatjve candidate, Mr. Clarence F. Morrigsey,
of Tignish, over both his Liberal and C.C.F.
" opponents. This is a striking indication, both of
growing Couservative strength in Prince Cgun-
ty, and of ihe unpopularity of the Jones Gov-
ernment in a district which has been strongly
Liberal for mary years.

The election was called to fill the vacancy
occasioned by the appointment of Mr. Bernard,
the Liberal =picsentative, to the Lieutenant Gov-
ernorship. At the last general clection Mr. Ber-
nard was returncd with a majority of 687 over
his leading opponent—the  biggest majority
scored in the whole campaign. A sad falling-off
indeed in Liberal prestige is indicated in yester-
day's returns Mr. Morrissey is to be warmly
congratulated on his success in swinging this
seat into the Conservative line.

This is the second by-election the Jones
Government has lost in recent months, the pre-

ernment’s attempt to gain a snap verdict on the
eve of the Dominion general election was de-
feated by Major J.A. MacDonald, the Conser-
vative standard bearer.

The Canservatives did not contest Fifth
Prince in yesterday’s election for the reason, as
previously noted, that there was a pretty gen-
eral desire on the part of Summersid® citizens
to regain their representation in the Government.
The result tvas an easy win for their candidate,
Mr. Morley” Bell, who presumably, as the only
Liberal lawyer ir. the House, will lay claim to
the Attorney Generalship. -

The C.C.F. candidates made a poor show-
ing in both elections yesterday. Evidently the
people of Prince Edward Island are satisfied
with the two-party system, at least to the ex-
tent of being doubtful of the validity of the
claims advanced by the mose radical younger
parties.

Grants To Pupil Nurses

The Department of Veterans Affairs an-
nounces that it is of opinion ‘:;the field of
nursing is a promising one into which a sub-
stantial number of discharged members of the
three women’s forces could be rehabilitated suc-
cessfully”; that “it has instructed its officers in
the field to make this known to the women’s
services” ; and that it will “lend full support to
any efforts to facilitate the scheme.”

More helpful still in meeting the serious
shortage of nurses throughout Canada is the
announcement that the Department will pay the
full educational grant of $60 per month to dis-
charged members -of the women’s forces, with
no deductions when the payments and allow-
ances made by the hospitals-to the pupil murses
do not exceed $40 per ,month. The cash pay-
ment of $70 per month plus board and lodging
to those who enter for training as nurses should
be an attractive inducement.

Other young women who have thé neces-
sary scholastic qualifications should note the
statement that the demand for trained nurses
will continue to be great because of the in-
creasing bed population in hospitals and be-
cause of the demand for nurses in the new pub-
lic health services of the Dominion and Pro-
vincial Governments.

Yuletide Fire Menace

The temptation to brighten homes at this
season of the year with flimsy, inflammable
decorations has been the cause of many trag-
edies. Iet us hope this Christmas will be an
exception. The;only safe practice i8 to use
non-inflammable materials. Checking the string
of lights for bdre wires that could cause short
circuits is advisable. Candles should be ruled
“out completely for decorative purposes. “Take
the time,” says an exchange, “to be safe. En-
joy your Christmas secure in the knowledge
that your carelessness will not lead to fires
which destroy property and may cost the lives
'of your loved ones.” This warning has to be
repeated annually, for some people never seem
to learn,

Farm Income

Accotrding to a report of the Dorginion

. Bureau of Statistics, farm income ‘in Canada
for the first half of 1945 was $702,000,000 as
compared ‘with $764,000,000 for the first half
of 1044. This shrinkage of about-9 per cent
is not a trivial decrease. It is unlikely to have
been made good in the second half of the year,
because the vields of most of the grain crops
in the Prairie Provinces are substantially lower
than in 1944, . The combined income of these
provinces is $00,000,000 lower for the first six
months of this year, Saskatchewan being the
chief sufferer with a loss of $51,000,000,
The question’ may well be asked, says an
exchange;, whether the agricultural poliey spon-
soredby the Federal Government does not bear

luck and “good ‘Germans,” we may
again be sure of the consequencas.
