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Although'miote then twehty yédrs
have rolled by sihce Bir Richard
£ cd away, I still retain the
ceollééticns  of him. In
my carly days in OttaWa we were
next door neighbors on Daly avende
for several years and often useéd to
walk uptown together. It was then,
as o young man, that I learned
from Mr. Scott (hé Wwdas mnot Sir
Richard until' 1919 the inside story
of the fight of the big cities in
Upper and Lower Canada to become
the seat of govérnment. Some of the
things he- told e I am ndt piivi-
leged to repeat eveh at this lateé
date, but from what I subsequently
learied, by cofisulting the records,
to Sir Richard. Scotb in latge
measure Ottawa owes the fact that
she is the capital city of the Do-
minion today. I had striking testi-
" mony of this from Sir John Mac-
donald himself, in a conversation
which I had- with him shortly be-
fore he was stricken by what
proved to be his last illness.

We had been discussing the
scenic beauties of Ottawa and the
advantageous layout of the eib;
which might have béen possible a
confederation, had there been
funds available. Then we drifted
to the question of the selection of
the seat of governgent by Quecen
Victorie. Referring the claims
of Toronto, Kingston, Oftawa;
Montreal and Quebec; Sir John re-
marked that the people of Ottawa
_did not seem to realize how much
they owed to Mr. Scott. Sir John
himself naturally was an advocate
of Kingston, but once the Queen’s
decision, December 31,1857, was an-
nounced, he loyally accepted it. -

Detpite all that Sir Richard did
for Ottawa as mayor, as its repre-
sentalive in the old legislative as-
sembly of Cahada, in the Ontario
legislature, and as a Dominion
senator, theré 18 not a single
memorial to his honor in the eity
not even an oil painitng. Exactly
fifty years after He was elected
mayor of Bytowh in 1852, he did
me the honor of investing me, as
mayor of Oftaiya, with the chain
and robes of office, and fivé years
later he had the proud expetrience
of doihg the sameé thing for his,
son, D'Arcy, since deceased.

In a pamphlet, “The Choice of the
Capital” which heé issued in 1907,
on the occasjoh of the fiftieth anfi-
versaty of the selection of Ottawa
as the seat of goyernithetit in
Canadd. Mr, Scott sald: “If miust
always form an important phase ih

the ‘history of Canada, and be of
specinl interest to Canadians, to
recall the circumstances that led

to the selection of Ottawa as the
seat of government of the nofthern
half of the North American conti-
nent, a coufitry destined to be the
home of fifty milllons of free and
progressive people, prolid of thelr
origin, firm in their résolve to
remain a part of the British Empire
and destined at no distaht period to
be its main prop outside of the
United Xingdom.” This typifies
the kind of man Sir Richard was—a
Britisher to the coré. *

It is not my intentlon to detail
at any length the steps which led
to the choice of Ottawa as the
national capital. To the searcher
for historienl knowletge, however,
they afford a fascinating study.

When by Imperial Statute the
provinces - of wpper and Jdower

| Canada (How Ontarlo and Quebec)
were reunited in 1840, Lord Syden-
ham, the governor, exercising his
pérogitive, convened the fitst
Parliament to meet at Kingston on
the 14th- June, 1841, /Then for
two sessions there was continuous
wranglihg over the seat of govetn-
ment question. Toronto, Kingston,
Bytown (Ottawa), Montreal an
Quebéc all desired the honor,
Eventually oh the 2nd November,
1843, by & vote of 55 to 22 Montreal’
was chosen, and theteafter, with
the @tteen’s approvel, Paillament
net in that city. But for the
disastrous riot which took place. in
18490 Montreal would probably have
centinited  for all time as the
natiohal capital.

At the session of 1840 the gov-
etnthent brought dowh a  bill
orantiig & - generdl amhesty for
those who had participated in the
l:[ghbe!lldn & dozeh years before,

ere was little oppositioh to the
measure. It was folloved by what
was known as the Resbelllon Losses
Bill; which piovided  compensation
“for those who had suffered loss
arising from the total or partial,
uhjust, unnecessary or wanton des-
truction of their property.” A
further provision stipulated that
“no persont who had been convicted
of treason during the rebellion, or
who Having been committed to
custody, had submitted to Her
Majesty's will and been trasported
to Bermuda, should be entitled to
an ihdemhity.

The Upper Canadian Consetrva-
tives were simply furious at the
measure, conténding that not a
tithe of those concerned in the
rebellion had been convicted or
banished, and that there was
nothiig to prévent any of these
persons from recelving compensa-
tion. Finally the act was passed
in the Legislative Assembly by 47 to
18, atd in the Legislative Council
by 20 to 14. Petitlons thenh pouted
in to the Governor-General, Lord
Elgin, asking him to disallow the
statute, but following constitutional
practice, the governor gave the
Royal asseiit on the 25th Apirl.

Rioting immediately broke out all
over the country, but the worst
demonstration ocecurred ih Montreal.
An infuriatéd mob  completely
wrécked the Patliamhent Building
and then destroyed it by fire. The
valuable National -Library, with
public records of - pricéless value,
was totally lost. Lord Elgih, on
several occasions, was totten-eégged;
stones and- other missels were
thrown at him when he appeared
publicly, Months passed before the
excitement died down.

Now that the Parliament Build-
ing was gone, the question of a
future meeting place immediately
came up. The Govetnor-General
and his ministers Had reached ‘the
conclusion that it would we in-
advisable to retain the seat of
government at Montreal, and before
prorogation took place the legis-
ture tent on record as favorable to
alternate meetings in Toronto and
Quebec.

This plah wis adopted. The next
two years the legisaturée met in
Toronto atid the four years follow-
ing at Quebec. The arrangement,
however, could only be regarded as
a tehative one; sdoher Or later a
permanent seat of government must
Eo solected. The inconvénience in
aving to thove all the parliament-
ary fecords and the official staff
every four years was manifest. In
eiirly days ih Ottawa I knew
séveral of the older officia’s of
Parliameént who had been is of
the rotation plan and heatd from
their lips the story of their un-
fortunate expetiences in endeavor-
ing  to secure comfortable living
quartets in one city or the other.
Findlly dt the session of 1857, by
# vote of 61 to 5), the government
gecured the adoption of an address
to the @ueen, humbly praying that
Her Majesty would be pleased to
exerolse her Royal prerogrative by
the seléction of softie oré p lace as
the premanent seat of Govérnment
of Canada. Sif Edmund Head, the
governor at that time, in trasmit-
ting the address to Her Majesty,
stated that it would bé improper
for him to convey any advice or
opinion upon this matter, It was
known, however, privately, that he
favored Oftawa.

“The treasures of the world
which books contain,” said-the late
Andrew Carnegie, “were opened to

| me at the right moment, The fun-

damental advantage of a library is
that it gives nothing for nothing.
Youths must acquire know!ledge
themselves. There is no escape from
this, It gave me great satisfaction
to discover, many years later, that
my father was one of the five
weavers in Dunfermline who gath-
ered together the few books they
had and formed the first circulat-
ing library in that town. The his-
tory of that library is interesting.
It grew and was removed no less
than seven times from place to
place, the first move being made
by the founders, who carried the
books in their aprons and two coal
scuttles from the hand-loom 'shop
to the second resting-place. That
my father was one of the founders
of the first library in his native
town, and that I have been fortun-
ate enough: to be the founder of
the last one, is certainly to me one
of the most interesting incidents
of my life, I have said often, in
public speeches, that I have never
heard of a lineage for which I
would exchange that of a library-
founding weaver. I followed my
father in library founding unknow-
ingly—I am tempted almost to say
providentially—and it has been a
source of intense satisfaction to
me.”

The keynote of the foregoing
paragraph, it will be noted, is in
the opening sentence. To Carnegie,
the great library founder and phil-
anthropist, the treasures of literat-
ure were opened “at the right mo-
ment.” But for the opportunity
placed in his way by a book-loving
parent, he might indeed have
achieved wealth and success in
business, but he would never have
acquired that passion for literature
which inspired him to dedicate hls
fortune to the founding of librarie$
stuch as we now enjoy in rural and
urban centres throughout this
Province. |

The second sentence quoted from
Mr. Carnegie is also worth notiug.
“The fundamental advantage of a
library is that it gives nothing for
nothing.”” Come easy, go easy. The
book that can Be read without
much thought was probably writlen
with as little expenditure of cereb-
ral matter. Nor can a library move-
ment—beneficial as its demonstra-

ince—ftilly achieve its purpose un-
til it is taken over and financed
by the communities it serves. “If
public libraries were half as costly
as dinners,” says Ruskin in ‘Sesume
and Lilies’, “or books cost the
tenth part of what bracelets do,
even foolish men and women might
gometimes suspect there was good
in reading, as well as in munching
and sparkling; whereas the very
cheapness of literature is making
everi wise people forget that if a
book is worth reading, it is worlh
buying. No book is worth anything
which is not wortH much; nor is it
serviceable, until it has been read.

Kepﬁ Daughter In
Dark Room 22 Years

MCKENDREE, W. Va., Feb. 7—
A shy little woman smiled her
thanks for food at a state hospital
today, but refused to talk about re-
ports she had lived 22 of her 33
years in the darkened room of a
mountain  cabin—imprisoned by
her mother.

State Trooper O. R. Kincaid said
he battered down the door of the
shack and took the woman from
the home of Mrs. Minnie Coléman,
her 62-year-old mothet, The moth-
er, who will be arraigned on a
Junacy charge, said she kept the
daughter in her room because of
throat trouble, Cardboard nailed
over windows shut out all light.

Governor H. G. Kump ordered
ihvestigation after receiving word
from neighbors that they believed
the woman was held prisoner, They
said they last saw her when she
was 10 or 11, but had heard her
voice frequently.

Dr. R, D. Hatfield -said the
daughter apparently 1is mentally
normal, but: “She is in bad phys-
ical condition, mostly from malnu-
trition.
