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THE TUBE TO FRANCE

Plans for a tunnel under the Eng-
lish Channel, discussed so frequently
during the last sixtyodd years, are
now, says Popular Mechanics, on the
verge of materialization. It is an-
nounced that England and France are
in perfect accord-on the subject, and
that war experiences have robbed its
opponents, of most of their conten.
tions, From an .engineering stand-
point no serjous. difficulty is antici-
pated; through ' the impervious gray
chalk underlynig the channel bottom
electric drills will doubtless find easy
and rapid progress.

The plan calls for two 20-foot tubes,
side by side, connected at short inter-
vals by cross openings. A drainage
tunnel underneath disposes of seep-
age water. At the centre of its length
the tunnel dips to its lowest grade
for one mile, constituting a water
lock which could be floeded from the
shore in case of military necessity.
The total length from near Dover to
a point between Calais and Boulogne
will be 30 miles, of which 22 will be
95 feet to 175 feet below sea bottom.
The channel’'s greatest depth is 130
tect. Estimates allow five years for
completion, at a cost of $100,000,000.

PURCHASE OF CANADIAN CHEESE

" BY BRITISH BUTTER AND

CHEESE IMPORT COMMITTEE
' ooy

Following the recent collapse of the
cheese market a representative of
the British Ministry of Food (Mr. F.
Warren) and the Chairman of the
Butter and Cheese. Tmport Committee
(Sir Thomas Clement) associated
with the Ministry of Food, England,
were in Canada last week for the pur-
pose of arranging for the purchase of
20,000 tong of Canadian cheese. They
met the producers at Brockville on
Thursday and offered 25 cents per
pound delivered at Montreal. Sir
Thomas Clement ‘announced that a
local committee to represent the
British Butter and Cheese Import
Committee would be formed in Mon-
treal to arrange for the export of the
cheese, The Canadian merchants who
handle the cheese are to be paid a
commission pf 1% per cent . plus %4
cent per pofind to cover handling
charges. f ’

Taking advantage of his presence in
Ottawa today Mr. Warren was asked
for a statement- as to the reasons for
the purchase and why they are unable
to pay more than 25 centsg per pound.
His answer was as follows:

“The maximum retail of cheese in
.Great Britian, including “the home
production, has “been fixed by the
 Ministry of Food at 1[6 (36c.).
pound and there are.sufficient reasons
why the maximum cannot be raised.

“The cost of handling the -cheese
from time to time is delivered by the
Canadian producer at Montreal until
it reaches the = consumer in  Greatl
Britian at the present time amounts
to 10.95 cents per pound made up of
the following items:

British retailers’ profit (which in-
cludes loss in welght in cutting up) b
cents per pound.

Commission paid to British. Whole-
salers and British Importers (average)
1.6 cents per-peund.

Inland transport in Great Britian .5
cents. per pound. ;

Storage and handling
Britain .5 cents per pound.

Interest in carrying stock .5 cents
per pound.

T.oss in weight 33 cents per pound.

Ocean freight and landing charges
$1.76 per nound.

Discount 2§ cents per pound.

Commission paid Montreal Export-
ers 37 cents per pound.

Montreal handling charges 25 cents
per pound. ;

Total $10.95.

In addition to .these charges the
British- Committee wlll have to bear
the loss on account of the low rate of
exchange, which at the present time
is equivalent to about 2 cents per
pound. ML

The British Committee will lose on
the Canadian cheese purchaseq at 25
cents and this loss will have to be met
from the profits on purchases in other
countries, or become a charge on the
British Treasury.

The foregoing figures are confirmed
by Dr. Jas. W. Robertson who has just
returned from England.

There is no “fixing” of pricesg ana
the Dairy Produce Commission will
not be revived. Producers are free to
dispose of their -cheese = through any
other channels and at a higher price
if that should be possible.
