Dr. Ay voiced the regret that
all members of the Bible Society
feel at the sad and unexpected
death of the late Lord Tweedsmuir,
former Governor-General of Cana-
da and Patron of the Society, His
interest in the work was not of a
perfunctory character, but of deep
and vital Jonging that tie Bible,
with its message or good-will,
should reach all nations, peoples
and tongues,
