In U. S. Postponed

Wuxlllvghm Jan. 28—Action on
bids for thirty of the former Ger-
man liners seized in the United
States was deferred today by the
qhipphu, board as a result of a pro-
test from Secretary Baker against
the sale of such of these vesselg as
have been included by the War Deé-
.partment in the Army Transport
Reserve, In his letter to Chairman
Payne ‘e War Secretary disclosed
that. the shipping board, the Navy
Department, and the War Depart-
ment and the Pepartment of Com-
merce had agreed, with the appro-
val of President Wilson, upon A&
policy to be followed in connection
with the former German ships
which contemplated the building
up of an Army Transport Reserve.
‘He said Vessels released to the
Shipping Boarg for the service in-
dicated in the aggremeint were re-
leased  “with the understanding
that they are subject to immed-
jate withdrawal in case of an enl-
ergency for use as transports.”

Twelve ships were named jn the
agréement,  six being allocated for
the South American service, and
six for the Trans-Pacific Service.

Bids on the liners, which include
the Leviathan were received up to
and including :.January 20, and
were considered today by the Ship-
ping Board: Directors. In all twelve
tenders were received. One of
these was for the' entire group of
ships and another for a large pro-
portion ol the' vessels.
