Indian Affairs

The Royal Commission on In-
dian Affairs which will arrive in
the Province next Wednesday to
Investigate and report on the con-
dition of the Indians on Uennox
Island will be accompanied by
Mr. Justice A. E. Arsenault who
has made a thorough study of the
whole Indian  question In the
Maritimes and particularly as it
affects Prince Edward Island, and
who has an Interesting story to
tell with regard to the origin of
the Commission,

Ig an interview with a Guardian
representative yesterday, Mr, Jus-
tice Arrenault said it s definite-
ly known that Indians have in-
habited the Province for more than

1634, Jacques Cartler In skirting
the northern coast of the Province
saw Indians on the shore at what
is now known as Kildare Cupe.
Unable to get near them because
of their apparent fear of the white
men and the stmange craft im
which they sailed, Jacques Cartier
landed at Kildare Cape and had
his crew hang rresents on the
trees for the Indians to get after
Cartler and his men had sailed
away.

Lady Wood’s Bequest

But the first constructive move
made to assist the Indians in the
Province was taken, Mr. Justice
Arsenault said, by Dame Louisa
Augusta Wood who, by her last
will and testament‘dated at Bath,
England, on May B8, 1870, gave and
devised 2,573 acres of land in Lot
or Township Number 67 to be sold
and the proceeds to be held In
trust. one-half for the education
of the deaf and dumb In Prince
Wdward Island (it was not then a
Province), and the remaining half
for the benefit of the Indians in
Prince Edward Island.

Dame Wooed's interest In the
Micmac Indians of the Island, is,|

haps attributable to the fact that
she was one of two daughters of
Governor Fanning, who, as CGov-
ernor of Prince Edward Island,
had acquired large tracts of land
on the Island.

Long-sought
German Spy
In Custody

WASHINGTON, Oct. 18—(AP) —
The Federal Bureau of Investigat-
fon torght announced the arrest
of Teodoro Erdmann Lau, 44, whom
the F.B.I. described as “paymaster”
of a group of German spies con-
victed in 1942 and whom the Bur-
eau said had arrived here last
Wednesday f{rom Canada.

A statement from Director J. Ed-
gar Hoover of the F.B.I. said the
organization had sought Lau for
the last four years and that its in-
vestigations had spread to Canada
ard Englard,

The statement did not indicate
when Lau entered ‘the  United
States from the Dominion or where
in Canada he had resided prior to
his entry into the United States.

Lau was picked up by special
ageris in New York and charged
with espionage. <

Mr. Hoover said Lau has Seen
identified as “the mysterious Bill”
who was “paymaster” of the esplon-
age group headed by Kurt Frede-
rick Ludwig and his elght German
assoclates who were arrested by the
F.BI and convicted in New York
City in March 1942 and sentenced
to prison terms totalling 132 years.

Salary Rates
Of Teachers
Show Illgrease

OTTAWA, Oct 18 — (CP) —
Annual salary raves of teachers in
the publicly.controiled schools of
eight provinces —Quebec excepled—
rose from $854 in 1939 tc §$1,207 in
1945, an increase of $353, the Do-
minjon Bureau of Statistics report-
ed today. Quebec statistics were
not available

Approximately 50,000 teachers
were included in the record, of
whom 14,718 were men in 1939 as
compared with 9.902 in 1045.

Average salary rutes for veachers
in city schools rose from $1,613 in
1939 to $1,829 in 1946. In town and
village schcols the average TOSe
from $960 to $1,278, rural schools
with more than one room from
§839 to $1,196 and in cne-room rural
schools from $607 to $1,019. «
 Average length of experience of
teachers in seven provinces — Que-
bec and Ontario excepted — for
city schools, was 171.5 years in 1949,
compared with 15.7 in 1939, and
for one-room rural schools 3.4
years, ogmnmred with 4.7 years.
