The flames were assumed to have spread quickly over
the oil film on the lake in which hundreds of oil derricks
stand. The fire roared through some 2,000 wooden shacks
which had been built out over the water as homes of the
oil workers of the great lake Maracaibo field.

The town of 2,500 population, believed to be all na-
tives, was almost wiped out by the high-shooting flames
before any attempt could be made to fight the fire or send

The stilt village, through which was shipped much of
the oil sent to Great Britain from Venezuela’s field, burn
ed like tinder, and trapped hundreds in the houses.

Within four hours nothing was left of the town but
floating debris and smouldering piles.
