l THE WINTERING OF HOUSE
PLANTS

The following informative articie
will be readily welcomed by ail
who are, interested in keeping a
home bright with plants and fiow-
(ers during the winter months. The
wintering of housé plants ig not an
frksome work, plants are not really
exacting if they are supplied with
three essentials: food, ventilation
and - water, ,

The first of these is npaturally
cofftained in the soil, and any good
top soil will ‘have enough plant
food for a hegimming: But for
long winter it is better to take 4
quantity -of top-soil and mix we,l

over and over uyntil the fine ma-
nure is mixed all through the soil.
All the winter. plantings should be
anticipated and the soil mixed all
at once, piling it up to cure untit
needed.

Commercial fertilizers are rarely
worth-while if finely rotted manure
can be had, but some lime dusted
through the mass as it is mixed
will be helpful, for lme does- many
mlysterious Ll;ll]:s to aid plant
growth. It makes the soil lighter,
improves the drainage and ventila-
tion, and releases the plant food
in the soil, besides improving the
action of the manure.

Ventilation is of two kinds:
through the soil and through the
air. Ventilation through the sol!
is closely allied with drainage.
When the "soil #8 prepared to drain
easily the ventilation is safe. Drain.
age depends upon the lightness of
the soil, or its tilth. 1If after com-
posing the top soil, with the ma-
nure, the mass still seems likely
to pack down and drain poorly, it
will pay to shovel it over again,
adding chaff, finely broken straw,
brittle leaves, or any other litter
that will open up passage through
tiae soil. .

Mentioning leaves reminds me
that many people think they must
80 to the woods for leaf mold and
woods earth for their winter plants,
but their labor is usuall, to no
purpose. In the beginning the
woods earth may not be nearly as
rica in plant food as the top soit
of the garden, and, since all leaves
are -more or less acid, the soil is
often unfitted for house plants.

After getting the soil itself into
satisfactory condition, it may be
packed down into the pots or boxes
so that no plant can grow. Ven-
tilation tends to the manner in
which the pots are filled. At the
bottom there should be a layer of
fairly large and irregular stones,
coal or clinkers. Above this there
should be a layer of finer material,
with a layer of straw, leaves or
other fibrous material on top. Tais
will permit the excess waler to
drain out and the air to work in
at the bottom.
