“individual liberty” ceases when it
encroaches on the interests of the
public. Many people are using the
word “licence” for the word “liber-
erty.,” This is a dangerous charac-
teristic. It has its beginning in the
home, and from the home it reaches
the school room, and then society
and the State.

Laws are placed on the statute
books in order to protect society and
property, They are intended to
keep us from harming our neigh=
bor, and our neighbor from haim-
ing us. To disregard one law—even
if it be a bad law—is to create dis-
respect for all laws. A man can
not select the laws of society mml
he wants to obey, and set aside Lo
ones he deesn’t want to obey, If he
dces this he wili soon find that
others are doing the same thing and
in a short time every man will be
a law unto himself. Society will be
governed by the law of the ‘‘jungle,”
the man with the biggest ciub is the
man who will survive; and
survival of the physically fittest”
wil! become the law of society.

The man who disregards the laws
of his country is pulling down (he
foundation stone from under his
own home. and sooner or later it
will fa:l upon his head and crush
life out. He may whiumper and
whine at soclety for not protecting
his home, but he himself is to blame
for it. There are many people to-
day—church members — who are
breaking the laws of the state with
impunity. They have no. compune-
tions of conscience in attending
places of amusement on the Sabbath
Day, or in doing anything else they
want to do in spite of the law. 1'nis
is a characteristic of the age, and
unless checked, it will mean the ruin
of society. If a law is bad the quick-
est way to get rid of it is to enforce
it, but so long as it is on the statute
books it must be enforced, if society
is to survive,

Let me cite an example or two.

We have a law in this province
against murder. The penalty for
violating that law is death.

This may or it mav not be a good
law I am not going to say, and
certainly I am not going to usurp
the rights of .the courts or the juries.
But I do say that so long as this is
the law, unless it is enforced, society
is in danger.

Of late, it seems to me there has
been a sort of weak, mushy senti-
mentalism creeping in here which
needs to be counteracted. We have
had evidence of this not so far frcm
our ocwn homes,

But we must remember that you
and I are as much responsible for
the enforcing of our laws as our
judges and juries, for the reason
that no law can be enforced which
has not behind it the backing of &
strong public opinion. We are per-
haps more responsib'e because no
officer will dare to refuse to enforce
a law if he knows that it has be-
hind it a strong public opinion,and
un'ess it has behind it that, you can
not expect him to do it.

And what about our liquor laws?
This is a difficult problem. Pos-
sibly it can not be settled by legis-

lation, It may be that education is
the remedy, beginning with the
child. I cannot say. But as it is,

we have a law. Let us be on our
guard and uphold these laws. Other=
wise soclety will remain unprotect-

ed. ;
This is all T want to say on this
subject this morning.

Desire for Amusement

A 2nd characteristic of the age is,
the desire for amusement and en-

tertainment. It would be interest-
ing if one could give a history of
amusements—say. for the past 25

years—ijust to see the change that
has come in that time. If I amnot
mistaken, there has been an in-
creasing attempt at producing the
greatest effect on the crowd. Take
the “Charlie Chaplin” style of en=
tertainment, e.g.  You notice the
swaggering walk, the hatat an ang’e,
the little mustache. A comedian
tells a story and the people laugh:
the next comedian adds to it. and

the people roar.

tion as an entertaining preacher.”
“That morning,” he said, “there was
in the congregation a very dear
friend—a banker—for whom I had
often prayed that he might be
brought into the church, As I stocd
up I saw ing up at me from
his seat.

Britain is obwiously preparing to
to strike hard at the most crucial
and vulnerable war resources of
her Nazi foes, Rumanian oil, if
Hitler moves to the aid of his stag-
gering Fascist ally cither in the
Balkans ¢r by an attempted invas-
ion of the British Isles,

That is the meaning of British
action in severing long strained dip-
lomatic relations with Rumania. Tt
clears the way for British bombing
of Rumanian oil wells and pipe
lines from Greek bases or from
naval carriers in the Upper Aegean.
The bh.mbers alsp might take off
from Turkish bases, even if Bul-
garia escapes involvement in the
struggle.

Prime Minister churchill hinted
at that in his Sunday broadeast.
He urged Bulgaria tn res'st Nazi
pressure, to expel Nazi military
forces alleged to be already with- |
in her borders, and to rely on
British and Turkish support. That
followed prol nged conversations in
Turkey between British and Tur-
kish military staffs.

Whether Hitler Jaunchrs his
great attack across the Channel,
or in the Balkams (or perhaps in
both places simultaneously), it
seems clear that Rumanian oil 1S
to be a prime British target for
counter offensive operaticns . Air
assaults which destroyed o great-
1y crippled the output of the 60.-
000 000-barrel-a-year field would be
a telling blow,
