“No Confederation™ has been issued,

making “‘a solemn statement and pledge”
to the fo lowing effect:

“The cry that Confederat’on with Can-
ada is aimed at by us or any of us in this
election, is whol'y and wilfully false, and
has been concocted and is being circu'at-
ed for the purpose of alarming the elect-
orate into supporting the Government,
“We call upon you to resent with in-
diznation such an insult to your intelli-
gence,

“We make you this pledge, that if
elected we shall do nothing, aud permit
nothing to be done, without your free
will and consent, expressed at the polls,
that canin any manner or degree p'edge

this Colony to Confederation, and inas-

much as at this present general election
the question of Confederation s not in
any sense an issue.”

This statement is signed by Sir William
Whiteway, SirJ. T. Winter, c¢x-Judge
Morison, Hon. A, B. Morine and twenty-
four other candidates. As the Ministerial
party, led by Sir Robert Bond is also
squarely oppssed to union with Canada
