While on this subject it gives us pleasure to announce
that the offer of the Hon, Charles Dalton of a Red (ross
Auto Ambulance has been gratefully accepted by the au-
thorities of the Red Cross Society in London. Mr. Dalton
last week received the following letter from Canadian Red
Cross Commissioner Charles A. Hodgetts in London, The
letter is self explanatory,

“Dear Mr. Dalton,—We have received from the Central
Office in Toronto your letter of June 12th in which you
state that you have decided to offer an ambulance car for
use at the front. This is most generous of you and the
Society is very grateful for your offer. The cost of such
a car is $2,100 and as the cost of these seems to be on the
rise it is desirable to place the order as soon as possible
to avoid paying a higher price,

“Your proper procedure is to forward your donation to
Noecl Marshall Esq., Chairman of the Executive Commit-
tee, Toronto, who will remit the money to us. We shall
carefully comply with yvour request to have the car plain-
ly marked, ‘Dalton, Prince Edward Island, Canada.’

“It is very good of you to also offer your services as
a driver of the car but unfortunately this offer, we fear,
cannot be accepted by the Red Cross Society as all mat-
ters of personnel must go through the Canadian Army
Medical Corps. We doubt, however, that you would be
successful in your application to the Military Authorities
because of the fact that Yyou are over military age and we
believe they are rigidly observing the age limit, no mat-
ter in what other respects an applicant complies with
military requirements,

Again thanking you for your generous offer which we
have the greatest pleasure in accepting.”

We may state that Mr. Dalton has done as suggested in
this letter and has already forwarded his cheque for $2,100

DR. C. C. YOUNG COMPLIMENTED

In connection with our recent revi
“Abused Russia,” by Dr, ¢. C, Young, it is pleasing to
learn that the views we expressed regarding its unique
value at the present time are endorsed by the leading cri-
tics in the United States.

by Dr. C. C. Young (The Devin-Adair
), shows all the Russias at their best and their

Russia alone of all the great powers, has so far re-
fused, or neglected, to conform to international comity in
the viseing of passports, a position Dr, Young believes to
be manifestly indefensible,

“Upon what grounds can she seek to justify her prac-
tice of requiring her own consuls to vise passports issued
by other nations? How can she deny that it might be re-
garded as a kind of impertinence for any government to
assume the right to say that the passport of a friendly
country is not good? Russia has never yielded this point
and has thus continued to exercise this unjustifiable augdit
of foreign passports because it suited her internal ad-
ministration to do so.” ! g j

In discussing the Russian temperament, the author con-
tends that “few Russians understand that political liberty
cannot exist without discipline, even if it should involve

Until Russians come to understand the wisdom of self-
restraint, they can never be governed otherwise than by
the hand of a military autocrat.” He cites as proof:

" “That we Americans should enforce prohibition, clean
out our red-light districts, arrest drunken men and women,
see to it that the motion pictures are not demoralizing,
make it an offence for a man and a woman to live to-
gether unless he is married to her, punish people traffick-
ing in white slavery, stop the betting on horse races and
fine Sabbath breakers, caused some educated Russians who
have travelled in the United States to return and speak
of us as tyrannical disciplinarians.” ¢

Dr. Young adds: “That the czar and all the people are
together to-day as they have never been before in the
history of the empire is a well-known fact, * * * This war
will break the back of the last remaining bureaucrats who
owe their existence to the old, haughty, aristocratic Ger-
man barons of the Baltic provinces, who have always been
under the influence of Berlin.”

He discusses the segregation of the Jews, the Russian
church, the Douma, and describes in interesting detail
Jjourneys to Khiva and Bokhara, w"here the rugs come from,
all of which is visualized by means of unusual photo-
graphs.”

Dr. John D. Crimmins, who was a candidate for the
Vice-Presidency of the United States at the last election
expresses the following opinion regarding Dr. Young's
book :

“Abused Russia” by Dr, C. C. Young is a most interest-
ing work and well illustrated.

“It condenses in a few pages what we would have to
search volumes to obtain What impressed me in reading
was that there was no attempt at elaboration but a picture
given of the Russian people in the conduct of their life and
habits, How little we know of Russia and how much we
may know by reading Dr. Young's book!”

5. Making loans and supplying munitions to nearly
all her partners in the war.
6. Pursuing a financial policy in southeastern Europe
likely to promote,the cause of the nationalities.
7. Putting into the field more than ten times as many
men as she ever promised,

vasion, which, if it came—and it is believed to be far from
impossible—doubtless would be the most savage, the most
unsparing ever known. With how many men? Well, with
enough.

Britain
might have stood clear, might have husbanded her re-
sources of men and money, might swiftly have prepared,
even might have loomed over the stricken adversaries in
the end and claimed the hegemony of Europe for herself.
“Britain did not do so. She threw her trident into the
scale. She threw her sword into the scale. She threw
her gold into the scale—and she ig incalculably rich.
She threw into the balance her impressive racial record,
her prestige, her unrivalled diplomatic skill, She threw—
is throwing—will throw into the balance the whole puis.
sance of her Empire. And all for what? For the prin-
