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GROWING OLD MAY BE WITH-
OUT SERIOUS SYMPTOMS

It is estimated that within 20
years there will be more elderly
men and women than children
under 15 years of age. This is due
to the fact that with the new drugs
—sulfa, penicillin - streptomycin —
killing harmful organisms and a
better knowledge of food values,
peoplc live years longer than cver
before.

It was only natural with this
great increase in the nunber of
elderly people that many physic-
ians * gradually found themselves
lcoking after morc old individuals,
and so the new specialty, geriatrics
—caring for the elderly—came into
being, Now, although elderly pati-
ents suffer with many of the same
ailments as the middle-aged and
younger, and also have the special
ailments that came with age, geria-
tricians especially stress the person-
ality of the elderly individual.

In the “Canadian Mcdical Assoc-
iation Journal,” Dr. A. B. StroXkes,
Toronto, states that the perscmal-

ity needs of the aged, as well as
other individuals, are: (a) The
need of invigorating cxperience;

(Q) the nced of material security;
(¢) the need for belonging to a
roup: and (d) the need for main-
tenance of self-esteem. Among the
suggestions that will meet the per-
sonality needs of the aged are:
1. A survey of the community to
see in what way it can interest the
elderly in some useful and, if pos-
sible, gainful occupations. 2. A con-
tinuous physical examination to
help the individual meet the phy-
sical and matcrial problems that
eccme with aging. 3. A continuous
mental and emotional cxaminaticn,
and helping the individual and his
foonily to meet the actual mental
ailments of old age and to live with
one another as happily as pessible.
While the akove suggestions are
not unznown to us. we must all ad-
mit that it is only too true that we
have always thought that elderly
individuals must all expect that
they will grow weaker physically,
have rheumatic pains and expect
to give up any active mental work
and to anticipate having little
lapses of memory, being more eas-
ily irritated, and cven being a little
delirious at times. As a matter of
fact, the eiderly by thought and
care, can age without necessarily
having theze symptoms.

This remarkable old gentleman
now in his 98th year is reasonably
active despite the -snows of almost
a century, and still gets down town
when the weather permits. “A
great reader, Mr, Teed never noth-
ers with such things as glasses.”
Five British Monarchs have sat
on the throne of the British Em-
pire since William Teed came into
the world, and he has seen greater
developments in ninety-eight years

than in all previous time. So swift-
ly have all our modern comforts
and conveniences came into use,

and so accustomed are we to hav-
ing them, that it almost seems as
if they had always been here. In
the realm of science and invention
human ingenuity has done more
during the last century than irH
all the years that went before. It
has been within the memory of Wil-
liam Teed that nearly all the great
inventions have been produced, and
50 many of them hu\'g come into
existence that we have ceased to
wonder, and nothing surprises us
any more. This, however, was not
the case when Mr. Teed was a
young man.

In those days the tallow candle
was the only means of illuminat-
ing the humble homes of this Ts-
land. There were no roller mills,

patent-process flour, or prepared
foods; no sewing machines, sleep-
ing cars, motion pictures, gas
ranges, autos, or hicycles,  Ior
clothes, Mr. Tecd wore the then
fashionable hpmespun  garments
which were made on looms. Such
things as telephones and radios

were not even dreamed of and the
old grey mare and buggy were the
very latest and most up-to-date
cquipment for rapid transportation,
When they builded their homes,
they used the simplest kinds of ma-
terials and methods, and most of
the travelling was done on foot or
on horseback. Their tastes were
primitive, their wants but few and
easily supplied, their comforts were
scanty. No doubt the high cost of
living was then a problem as it is
in our generation. But in  Mr.
Teed's carly days people didn't have
to worry about income taxes, hous-
ing problems, the ‘“new look”, or
germs.

Yes, Mr. Teed has seen the good
and the bad, has scen this Island
when it almost was a wilderness,
and he sces it today with its mod-
ern city, towns and villages, scat-
tered across its crescent-shaped
bosom. The log cabin has given
way to comfortable, modern homes,
and fertile acres yield their milk
and honey, where once grew state-
ly maples, pines, fir and etec.
What a treasure-house of mem-
ories this fine old gentleman must
possess!  What joys and sorrows
mark the passing of 98 years! And
