equal in qualily to the best import-

ed' goods and were obtainable at
lower prices, Actual investigations
made by the Canadhmn Reconstruc-
non Association have shown that:

1. ‘Ganadian agriculturists gene-
rally purchase farm m hinery
more cheaply than do farmers in
any other country in the werld,
and farmers west of Manitoba buy
binders at lower prices than do
farmers at places directly south in
the United States.

2 Canadian boots and shoes,
grade for grade, compare favor -
ably with the best imported pro -
ducts and are available to the
Canadian buyer at considerable
lower prices.

3. Canadian woollen mills are
producing cloths of splendid quaii-
sy at prices considerably below
those charged for imported wool-
lens.

4. Canandians are huying large
quantities of imported perfumes,
tooth paste and other toilet pre-
parations at higher prices than
those at which Canadian-made
goods of equal or superior quality
are obtainable. .
5. Canned fish vegetables and
fruit, generally speaking, are as
low priced in Canada ‘as in the
United States or elsewhere.

6. ‘Canadian-made Kkitchen uten-
sils of aluminum, grade for grade,
are unsurpagsed by the products of
the United States and Canadian re-
tail prices are as low as, and in
most cases considerably lower
than, the United States prices for
corresponding utensiis of the same
grade. :

7. Paint is normally as cheap in
Canada as in the United States or
cheaper, after allowance is made
for the difference in measure,

8. Confectionery and  biscuits
are lower priced in Canada than
in the United States. ¥

The accmplice distributes in lots
of ten or twenty the packets to
sub-agents, usually bar men, wait-
ers, etc., who pay 6 or 7 francs a
