OTTAWA, March, 9.—The sole
topic of conversation in the corridors
of the House Saturday was the com-
plete manner in which H. C. Hocken's
criticisms of the Civil Service was
demoltshed by Hon. A. K. McLean
during Friady's sitting. Mr. Mci.ean
went at the task in Wwrdkmanlike

manner and achieved a complete
success,
Challenging Hocken to put his

charges and innuendoes to the test
of investgation, Mr, McLean proceed-
ed ‘to show the wifolo ‘Ingictment
against the Commigsion” was reared
upon nothing more substantial than
suterranean gossip and ‘'misinformation
with regard to facts, dates figures,

With official memoranda at hig dis-
posal, he calmly but mereilessly took
up Hocken's statements, dissecting
them with the utmost precision, ex-
posing their hollowness or fallaclous-
ness and quietly stating facts, It was
a very capable performance, for, al-
though the facts were .all against
Hocken, (Mr. McLean marshalled his
material splendidly in fine logical
order, making his case appear con-
clusive beyond all doubt,

Hocken, who remained in his séat
throughout Mr, McLeans entire
speech, offered no interruptions, and
when the Minister concluded, was
among the number who approached
him to offer wcongratulations. Later
in the evening Mr. Hocken issued a
statement which, while claiming Mr,
MacLean’s speech had practicaily
sustained hig charges, was rather an
astonishing, if not an amazing enter-
pretation. He made no reply to the
Minister's offer of a mparliamentary
Inquiry. Mr. MacLean’s defence of the
Civil Service Commission, and espec-
fally. of Mr, Foran, to whose abilities
ag a public servant he paid a high
tribute, was (well received by the
House, and, taken, all in all, the
speech will- unquestionably do much
good. For a long time there had
heen all sorts of rumors in connection
with the Civil Service Commission,
and Mr. McLean undoubtedly dlapelled
a lot of doubt and misinformation.

“We regard it as a special privi
lege that we were able to drive the
Boche from the historical city of Mons
hefore we knew the armistice was
going into effect. I received the news
of the taking of Mons before I recetv-
ed the wire from General Headquart-
ers telling me at 11 o’clock hostilities
would cease.”

Quebec To Be Made
- Disembarking Port

The statement says the dis-
turbance was entirely due to the de-
lay in getting the men back to Can
ada, Tt was -impossible to keep the
promises given the men, the state-
ment adds, owing to the shortage of
vessels to convey them home The
authorities, ‘however, the statement
adds, do not. regard the rfoting as
justified and the offenders, many of
whom already are under arrest, will
hé vigorously dealt with.

A number of civillans took pan in
the disturbance and twelve of these
also have.been arrested and handed
over to the:civil authorities. In the
course , of the trouble three. rioters
and two sentries were killed and
twenty-one persons were injured, m-
cluding two officers, according to tne
statement,
