AUSTRALIA SENDS ANOTHER
BIG DRAFT.

MELBOURNE, Australia, Feb. —A
further expeditionary force of 10,000
men has been offered by Australia,
and accepted by the British Govern-
ment.

This is in addition to reinforcements
of 4,000 men monthly.

CRAFT THAT FAILED.

Signaller H. Hodgetts, of the Wor-
cester Regiment, writes to a friend at
Newport, Isle'or Wight: The Germans
are very crafty, as you are probably
aware. One night, about ten days ago,
at about 8 o'clock, the sentry on the
lookout saw a man advancing towards
our trenches.

It was too dark to see what he was
dressed in or anything else, and un-
til he got quite close, when the sentry
halted him and he shouted out “Don’t
fire! T am Private Lewis, of the Wor
cesters!”

The sentry was suspicious, because
he knew very well that no “Private
Lewis” had gone out in front at all,
80 he roused a couple of fellows near
him, -and they fired. “Private Lewis”
fell, and a couple went out to fetch
him in.

When he was brought in he was
found to be wearing one of our officers’
uniforms. He also had upon him the
field glasses of Captain Pepy’s, who
was killed some time ago.

Of course, this “Private Lewis” was
a German and he had three bullets in
him, so that stopped his gallop.

The Germans very often do this sort
of thing. They send out five or six men
accompanied by an N. C. O., and they
advance towards our trenches to try
and find out what we are doing or
how we are situated, but they always
get shot down in no time,

The men know it is certain death,
but they are driven to it by the of-
ficer's revolver. The German officers
are absolute beasts to the men.

N THEPRATIG LS

The impressions of coming under
fire for the first time are described
by a young officer of Engineers in a
letter quoted in the London Times:—

The writer set out to find a bat-
talion, and almost the first man I met
was on his way to their headquarters
—a sergeant who had been back to
arrange ahout rations—a delightful
Irishman,” who was as merry as a
sandboy, and who regaled me with
long-winded yarns of their doings. in
the trenches, until we got near up and
it was unwise to laugh too loud. It
was a piece of luck, because when I
started out on this mission I was quite
sure I was going to be in a devil of a
funk, and when it was all over I was
mighty surprised with myself to find
I had been much too interested and
amused by the Irishman really to take
it in that there were bullets buzzing
about; and it really didn't seem much
worse than digging trenches on the
hills with some of our fellows making
rotten bad shots at the targets on the
range near by.

Of course, there was a lot of noise
of rattling rifle fire, but not nearly as
much as at a public school field day,
when every boy has a score of rounds
which he is intent on blazing ofl
before the “ Cease fire” goes. Those
were, roughly, my feelings the first
time under fire.

THE “SALUT AU DRAPEAU.”

A captain in the French Army
writes: Yesterday morning my major
and a captain of my regiment were
decorated with the Legion d’Honneur.
The ceremony was splendid in its
simplicity. . Our battalion occupied the
place behind the church, and the first
company, which is mine, was ordered
to fetch the flag from the colonel's
headquarters. 1 had therefore for the
first time to order the company to
render the honours to the flag.

I placed the men in a square group
on the place just opposite the colonel’s
windows. 1 stood in the middle on
horseback, my sword in hand. When
the flag appeared I ordered the men
to put out their bayonets; then I
shouted, * Shoulder arms'; then,
“Present arms.” The flag was
brought in the centre of the company,
then with my voice trembling with
emotion I said, *“ To the flag! " witi.
all my strength, and the band played
the “Salut au Drapeau” and the
*“ Marseillaise,”

I then saluted the flag with the
sword and ordered the company to
file off four by four. We joined the
rest of the battalion on the field.
There the major in his turn ordered
the “ Salut au Drapeau,” the colonel
inspected the troops, and then con-
ferred on the major and one of the
captains the Cross of the Legion of
Honour. The sun was shining on the
bayonets; it was glorious.

The other officers of the battalion
and I presented the major with a” £3
cross and gave him a little party. One
of our lieutenants sang the beautiful
patriotic song, “Brodons des etendards
et reparons nos armes,” and I recited
“Apres la Bataille.”

MET JACK JOHNSONS.

A Corporal now in hospital writes
to his wife: I' was sent out with two
men on what they call patrol. I sent
one man to the right and the other
to the left and I was in the centre.
I volunteered for the joh. It is what
they call sacrifice post. It was my
job to get the two men and myself to
fire twenty-five rounds so as to make
the Germans open fire on us. While
they were firing in our direction the
rest of our troops got round on each
side of them to surprise them.

The two men were hadly wounded,
and I was shattered in the knee. I got
over it. Then we were ordered out
to meet a German attack. When the
Jaclt Johnsons started, I was hit be-
hind the licad. The shock sickened
me and 1 feil forward into a pit they
had dug to bury their dead. I nearly
smashed my legs. I tried to get up,
but a funny sensation came over me.
That finished me. - When I next open-
ed my eyes [ was in hospital and my
hands and knees were bandaged up.
1 wrote a letter to you saying 1 was
bad with rheumatism. 1 happened to
be reading my diet sheet when what
do you think I saw. Under the head-
ing “ Disease” it had mental defici-
ency.” I don't know what 1 had done
for that to be there. An A.M.C. man
said 1 must have been in the pit for
six hours., I was covered with frost
when they found me. That was why
my hands were bandaged. They have
got me in a ward now as ‘‘ mentally
deficient,” but I think I write sensibly
enough, don't you? I told the docter
I could teach him some things, and
that has convinced him that I am all
right.

An ofticer at the front writes home:
Have you heard about that silly young
ass , of the ? Well, here's his
programme for a four days’' leave:
Monday morning, 5.30 a. m., left——
in one of the G. H. Q. cars, blinded
through to Boulogne, had a bath and
shave at the Meurice, borrowed a
clean pair of breeches from a man
there, caught the 11 o'clock hoat for
Folkestone, arrived Victoria about 3,
met by a beauteous damsel in a car,
married by extra-special license 3.30,
spent Tuesday and Wednesday getting
lost in the wilds of Devon, and arriy-
ed back at Victoria Thursday in time
to catch the afternoon boat train, met
by car at Boulogne, and on duty again
at midnight.

I think this is the sort
which our trans-Atlantic cousins
would designate “some hustle,” The
funny part of the whole thing is that
we fellows didn’t know about the af-
fair until we noticed something
strange about his behaviour—a kind
of moonstruck, “don’'t disturb me, my
thoughts are with the angels” sort of
manner which may be all right in the
billets, but is dangerous in the ad-
vance sewers.

CONDITIONS N BELGIUM

Mr. A. S. Barnstead, Secretary of
the Belgium Relief Committee of Hali-
fax, has received from Mr. E. B. Elder-
kin, representing the Government of
Nova Scotia in Holland, the following
account of conditions there that will
be read with interest by the people of
Nova Scotia who have contributed so
much by the timeliness of their aid
to alleviate some of the distress the
heroic Belgians are enduring:—

Westerstraat, 8a, Rotterdam, Holland.
January 15, 1915.

The Belgian Relfef work now being
done by Nova Scotians in company
with other Christian peoples gives the
observer a higher conception of the
human character. The whole-souled
manner in which the Hollanders are
sucoring the refugees in this country
arouses one's admiration.

1 have visited a civilian camp of
Refugees which is under military con-
trol at Houda. This was in wonderful
contrast to the conditions existing in
the various camps on the occasion of
my first visit, when one takes into con-
siredation the fact that the Dutch Gov-
ernment have over 450,000 soldiers
mobilized and in training. Their com-
mercial life is practically destroyed
and there, consequent distress hecause
of unemployment. All this has to be
provided for by Government and priv-
ate donations, and it makes one amaz-
ed at what they are doing for the Bel-
gians,

At this camp there are 1,500 Bel-
gians housed in what were formally
conservatories.  These are now sup-
plied with steam heat, electric light,
haths, a shower bath, social  halls,
dining rooms and sleeping apartments
divided for men, women and families.
They are very comfortable and every-
thing is spotlessly clean. I have no
doubt in my mind that for quite a
large percentage of these people, the
conditions are as good if not better
than they had in their own country.

On Friday last I visited a camp near
Utrecht, where 17,000 Belgian soldiers
are interned. The expression on the
faces of these people is widely differ-
ent from that of those in other Re-
fugee camps. As one could readily see
they feel the restraint and lack of
possibility of doing that which is as
much their hearts desire viz., defend
ing their country and homes. Their en-
forced idleness is having an effect on
their natures and temperaments.

The American Commission is doing
a wonderful work. They have it so
systematised, that every need is -—-re-
cvorded and what is being done or has
already been dcne to relieve the same.

One thing that pleased me very
much was the work of the Rockfeller
Foundation Committee of New York,
under the direction of Mr. Jenkinson.
It has always seemed to me that the
enforced idleness would tell seriously
on the future lives of the Refugees,but
they have provided a sewing machine
for every woman who. yill agree to
work it for eight hours a day. They
furnish material for the making of
various kinds of garments for men and
women. They have cutters of various
kinds and a superintendent for each
and every department. The gar-
ments when made are the property of
the committee, and they distribute
them where they are most needed.

The remuneration paid to the opera-
tors is one gulden per week. They are
allowed to draw 50 per cent. of this,
and the balance is placed to their
credit, so that when the time comes
for them to return to their country
they will have a little money in their
pockets. In addition to this there is
a prize to the value of five gulden,
which is distributed monthly to the
most efficient worker in the depart-
ment. Also when a woman has made
six suits of underwear, she is privileg-
ed to keep one suit for herself or any
member of her family. They have the
intention also to start a tailor's shop
s0 as to give employment to some of
the men. What is being done at this
camp is being attempted at the others,
s0 as to eventually have them all in
working trim. The committee are not
buying the machines, but are renting
them from dealers in Holland, paying
five gulden a month. This seems to
me to be charity taking its highest

above charity, but it also gives them
something to occupy minds as  well
as their hands. As occasions may offer
1 will visit other encampments and
give you my impressions in future let-
ters.. —

I had the opportunity of examining
a great .deal of the clothing brought
over by the S. S, Dorie, and it is very
creditable indeed. In fact much of it is
of superior quality, with a very small
percentage of inferior auality. In go-
ing through these warehouses examin-
ing these goods, 1 was filled with
pride and admiration for the people of
my native province, and could those
who have contributed come in contact
with these people as I have done, they
would be more than thankful of the
opportunity presented to them by Mr.
Murray to help in ever so small a way
this most worthy object.

SUGGESTION FOk K. OF K.
FROM HALDANE.

LONDON, Jan. 23.—(Correspon-
dence.)—Here is a piece of hitherto
unwritten history which will doubt-
less receive its due place in the arc-
hives of the war, and will certainly
have to be taken into consideration hy
the future biographer of the mnotable
British worthy, Lord Haldane, present
Lord Chancellor and former Secretary
of State for War, philosopher, jurist
and much caluminated person.

Soon after the outbreak of the war,
it will be remembered, Lord Haldane
was the objejct of certain attacks,
which went so far as to suggest that
the admiration he had always expres-
sed for German literature and philos-
ophy, and the efforts he had made to
ameliorate the political relations of
Germany and Britain unfitted him for
the work he was doing for his coun-
try, and even rendered that work sus-
pected.

Haldane,” was the cry. Kitchener was
given to those who cried for him. It
looked as if “K. of K.'s"” advent at the
War Office was a direct result of a
newspaper campaign. \As a matterof
fact, Kitchener's appeintment to the
War Office was decided upon by the
Prime Minister, Mr. Asquith, before
a single line had appeared in any
newspaper advocating his appoint-
