Do you realize, he said, that from
1920 to 1924, during the time of the
Fordney-McCumber tariff you
could sell no potatoes in the United
States. In this way not actuated by
any particular ill-will against our
country, but in aid of their own ci-
tizens they raise year by year a lit-
tle higher their tariff wall against
us. The Conservatives and the peo*|
ple of Canada turned down the re
ciprocity treaty of 1911 because the
United States would promise no de-
finite period for the existence. of
the treaty. Congress changed the
tariff on one single item affected by
it and the whole treaty failed.
United States looks well after the
interests of their citizens. It is time
that Canadians should look after
theirs too. Any successful govern-
ment is a selfish one. The best gov-
ernment selfishly looks after the
interests of its own nationals. These
are conditions which we are fac-
ing in the world of commerce to-
day. 0
Now follow a step further. Last
year we sold about 1220 million dol-
lars worth of goods composed very
largely of raw materials, many of
which especially numerous etaoin
which especially minerals can never
be replaced. In the same year w
bought 750 million dollars worth of
goods from the United States alone:
We should build up our own indus-
trles. You in P. E. Island want a
market for your potatoes. United
States are going to see to it that
you do not sell them there. But
where will you sell them. Suppose
that the languishing steel industry
of Cape Breton were built up until
8ydney became a second Pittsburgh.
Thousands of workmen would be
employed there and they and their
families must be fed. Think what
that market right at your door
would mean to you in Prince Ed-
ward Island. Failure to take care
of our Canadain industries results
in the emigration of our sons and
daughters to the United States.
In the six years since Mr. King
has been Prémier of Canada 591,000
of our men and women have left us
to go to that country. During that
time we have brought into’the
country from all parts of the world
only 570,000, these not being all
