MT. WILSON, Calif., Oct. 23. — A
¢atastrophe on a star that happened
about the time King Solomon was
born, some 3,000 years ago, is being
watched with great interest by as-
fronomers here,

The star, listed in astronomical
catalogues as Nova Ophiuchi No, 3
Is many times the size of the sun
and some 18,000,000,000,000,000 mi:es
from the earth. This is so far that
what the telescopes reveal today is
fomething that happened 30 centur-
les ago, for the light travels at the
fate of six million million miles a
year,

With a great explosion of gas, ap-
barently, the star bas flared from
bne of the 12th magnitude to *he
brilliance of one of the fifth magni-
bude, This is the second known time
this has been ohserved, on this psre
Hoular star, the earlier observation
