Captain G. H, Campbell, of Summer-
side, has been appointed Recruiting
Officer for Prince Edward Island with
headquarters at Charlottetown. A
call is being made for the enlistment
of another infantry battalion, to be
known as the 65th Battalion. It is!
hoped that enough- men will be en-j
listed to form & *'complete Prince’
Kdward Island Confpany. This -would
require at least 120 ‘men. Of these
so far sixteen are“enlisted and appli-
cations are coming in daily. This
will _probably be Prince Edward
island’s last chance to send men to
the front and itg last opportunity to
respond ‘to the call ‘of the Empire.
If Prince Edwurd Island responds as
generously as Nova Scotia has done
in proportion to_ . military strength
there will be no difficulty in securing
the required number. Should this be
realised the company will be entirely
under command of ° Prince Edward
Island officers and will remain as a
separate Prince Edward Island unit
throughout the war. Should the re-
quired number fail to enlist the men
will be merged with New Brunswick
companies and so lose their identity
as a Prince Edward Island force. In
other words, although the province
has representatives in two conting-
ents, Prince Kdward Island is not
known in the war. THis is regrettable
and it is hoped the want will be made
good before the war has grown too
old. Captain Campbell has opened a
recruiting office in the Armouries,
Charlottetown, and will be glad to
confer with any who wish to enlist.

BRITISH SHIPPING DURING THE
GERMAN “ BLOCKADE.”

LONDON, March 4.—The British
Admiralty issued a memorandum of
the number of arrivals and sailings of
overseas steamers of all nationalities
at and from United Kingdom ports
during the present year. It shows'
that from February 18, when the Ger-
man  blockade' began, until February
28, 708 vessels arrived and 673 sailed.

LONDON, March 4.—While Russian,
French Belgian and German socialists
are’loyally supporting their govern-
ments waging the war, there is a feel-
ing ‘of 'distrust ‘in England over the
unpatriotic attitude and utterances of
the ‘English socialists. The reason for
this “lack of patriotism among the

Lord de
Rroke will urge that much will be
gained for the national physique and
preparedness for war if the Australian
system is adopted,: whereby all school-
boys are enrolled in the cadet corps,
drilled and trained to use the rifie,
with the natural result that they join
the militia after leaving school.

The House of Lords is certain to
support of motion, and it is conceded
that if introduced in the House of
Commons it will receive far more sup-
port even from the Liberals than it
would have before the war.

DARING FLIGHT OVER ENEMY’S
LINE BY A RUSSIAN PRIN-
CESS.

PETROGRAD, March 4.—The Prin-
cess Shakhovsky, who recently went
to the front as a military aviator, has
sent back to the editor of the Bourse
Gazette an account of her flight over
the enemy’s positions. She had made
three flights, the shortest an hour in
length and the longest two hours,
when the letter was written.

“As I found myself over the Ger-
man lines, I began to observe beneath
me the small clouds which indicated
that the enemy had opened fire on my
machine. Somehow 1 did noe feel
afraid, even when the bulleits came
quite close to me. Some of them even
pierced the wings, but fortunately did
not touch any vital part of the mach-
ne. After half an hour of flight, one
grows quite accustomed to the situa
tion. Later 1 flew in such severe cold
that my petrol began to work badly.
Luckily this lasted only a few seconds,
which rather resembled hours.”
