shortening, 1 cup sugar, 1 egg, 1-4
cup molasses, 2-3 cup thick apple-
sauc.e

Wash and dry raisins; add cut
fruit and chopped nut meats. Sift
together flour, baking powder,
soda, salt and spices. Cream short-
ening, add sugar gradually and
cream until fluffy. Beat in egg and
molasses, Add the flour mixture
alternately with the applesauce.
Stir fruit and nuts into cake bat-
ter., Pour into a well-greased one
and ome-half quart heat resistant
glass casserole. Decorate top with
almonds, citron strips and chepped
nuts, if desired. Cover and bake
in a slow oven (275 degrees F.)
for about 2 1-2 hours.
