‘Bome: of the game's heftlest swat-
ters make their best progress when
they are facing a portside flinger,
while others; rap the apple more con-
sistently when ‘they are being served
by. & hillmén who.shoots 'em from
his right side.
It Lou Gehrig, the larruping first
sacker of the New York Yankees, had
to be pitted against southpaws ev-
ery day of the season, it might be
that the famous eel-eater would not
finish nearly so0 high in the batting
averages as he does when the port-
siders are well spaced with right
handers,

Naturally there is more right-hand-
ed flinging going on in the big lea-
gués than' there is left- handed. This
may be due to a shortage of effec-
tive southpaws. and perhaps it's
just as well there is that shortage,
Flguring ‘on last year's record, we
find. that Gehrlg hit .402 against the
right: hlndeu and that he averaged
313 points against the portsiders.
That's lppmmawly a hundred
polnta diﬂetencel

On the other hand, Willle " Kamm,
the Chicago White Sox third base-
man, who has quite a reputation as
a hitter, séems to like the left-hand-
ed service better than he does the
righthanders, ' That is, if we're to g2
by last year's figures, when we find
the hot-corner guardian slapping the
portsiders ‘at a .343 clip, whereas
egainst the righthanders he hit .296.
That's getting a little nearer to
closeness, but still there is enough
difference to make it noticeable.

Then there is the case of Goose
Goslin, mighty mace of the Wash-
ington Senators. Goose seems to take
them as they come, and he is, inci-
dentally, fairly successful at coping
with either brand of pitching. Last
year he batted southpaw offerings at
& 376 clip and the others at .380.
That's not varylng much more than
the width of a baby’s hair,

Goslin, you will recall, led the
American League hitters home by
virtue of a 1-point margin over
Heinle Manush, the St. Louis Browns'
fence buster. Heinie, too, didn't
seem to vary much when it came
to right or left hand service. By &
small margin he seemed to favor hit-
ting the portsiders, as his record
shows .388 against that brand and
374 against the righthanded flingers.

Al Simmons; of ‘the Philadelphla
Athletics, fared the best against. leIt
handeq ‘pitching in the Ameritan
League, If he could have nicked ttie
righthanders as-he did'the lefthand-
ers, he might have been the' batting
champton of the younger: éircuit, for
he knocked the left Handed offerings
for a total of 420, but fell down to
355 when he was hitting’ against the
other breed'of dellvery. :
