SEAS

Many citizens will remember with
Pleasure the viait of Capt. T. . Best
Who spoke in the interests of the Y.'
fvt. C. A. Capt. Best has been on act-
Ve service almost since the outbreak
of the War with the exception of a few
months on furlough -in Canada, in
Which he worked harder than he did
In France. Capt. Best is mow on his
way home ang the following letter
from him written in Belgium will be

Capt. Best's Letter

Brussels, Belgium, Feb/ 18,'1919,
re:":r:e:(?o(l;i:u;o a cablegram call to
b a at once, I'm on my
way home, with miungled feelings of
sorrow and joy, gratitude and regret.
Of course its a great joy to me to
once more face homeward towards
dear old Canada and my little neglect-
ed f{amily, besides relatives and
friends, with anticipation also of un
opportunity to make a  contribution
by public speaking of the “good old
Y. M. C. A.” On the other hand, it
is with sincere sorrow and regret that
[ break with the important program
here and take leave of our splendid
Y leaders. For two months we have
wqued together in the finest spirit of
co-operation and Christian fellowship
and the parting is with a deep sense
of 1oss to me.
My heart is full of gratitude and
thanksgiving to God for the very
great privilege of bringing a message
to our troops over here. In the two
months I have visited thirty-two
camps and given sixty-five addresses
to an actual total of over 21,640 of all
ranks, twenty-four or more (Canadian
citizenship clubs have been formed
with 50 or 60 in'a club. This as a
“follow up” effort conserves results,
gives character and permanency to
the whole movement and brings the
padres, educational officers and Y. M.
C. A. leaders helpfully together in it.
A novel and unique part- of my pro-
gram out here has been special ad-
dresses to parades of ‘‘officers only.”
Also conferences with Y. M. C. A.
officers and chaplains of the different
divisions. :
The opportunity to get a helpful
message into the minds and hearts of
our men during. the period of armistice
and demobilization has been probably
the greatest in history, ‘for reasons
well known. It appeals to our best
men and to the best that is in men. It
quiets restlessness among them,
hreaks the . monotony, prevents Bol
shevism and makes for a better Can-
ada and the coming of the kingdom
of God.
Since coming overseas this time 1
have written you from England, Scot:
land, France, Germany and now this
one from Belgium. I have just came
from Antwerp today and was pleased
to find so little damage apparent from
the Hun guns, although they dropped
2960 shells into the city.
