Volcanic Action

PORT OF SPAIN, Trinidad, Ju
18—(CP)—The naxt signs o. seig
mo-volcanic activity in the West
Indies will probably appear in
Guadeloupe, St. Vincent or one of
the intervening islands of the Wind
ward and Leeward groups, accord-
ing to a report by A. G. MacGregor,
received here. Mr. MacGregor was
geologist to the Royal Soclety ex-
pedition which investigated vol-
canic disturbances in Montserrat.

The last major earthquake, in
November, 1935, is believed by the
scientist to have marked the be-
ginning of the decline of the Mont-
serrat disturbances, The shock was
recorded over a large part of the
world,

Noting the history of West Indies
earthquakes, Mr. MacGregor has
found the tendency of the centres
of disturbances is to swm%e back
and forth along an arc tween
Guadeloupe and St. Vincent. The
last appearance of seismic activity
in Montserrat in 1937 was mila.
Hence the scientist believes the
next disturbance will be among the
islands farther south.

SEVEN-NOTCHED GUN IS FOUND

Treat Poison Ivy

Of all skin-irritant plants, poison
related but less fre-
quently met poison sumach and the
far western poison oak are the
most virulent, The active principle
of poison ivy is an oil Wwhich is
present throughout root, stem, leaf,
flower, and fruit and even to the
eas'ly detached hairs. Tearing or,
bruising of anfr part of the plant,
liberates the oil to come in con-)
tact with the exposed parts of the
erson touching it The first sign of
nfection is usually a slight itching
followed by a faint blush of the
skin. The itching sensation in-
creases and, from a few hours to
some days, numerous minute blist-
ers, or there may be only one blis- |
ter, appear. In a mild infection,'
there may be no more than shiny |
dots upon the skin and go no fur-
ther., In other cases, the blisters|
eventually burst, to become irritat-
ing, oozing sores from which con-
tagion may spread to other parts.
The sores finally dry up. forming|
i scabs. A really severe attack may|
tl‘nset the health completely for a|
‘me.

If the poison ivy ofl is suspected
of having reached the skin. imme-
diate scrubbing with laundry soap
strone in lye, in tepid water chang-
ed after each latherine or runnng
warm water to carry away the |
poison is a sensible precaution. If |
done before the oil penetrates the
sk'n. no other treatment is usually
necescary. Washing with _alechol,
kerosene or gascline also helps

keep the poison from spreading.
R ded Treat ¢

Treatments wnhbut number have

! been proposed and_ used, often in-
\dlscrimina&ely without regard to
their exact purpose. The treatment

for affected parts most widely re-
commended in recent years, potas-
sium permanganate, has for its
purpose the destruction by oxida-
tion of the poison :tself. The parts
are swabbed with a three per cent
solution, made somewhat weaker if |
the skin is particularly sensitive. A |
brown stain left by the permangan=- |
ate may be removed gradually by
soap and water. The commonly used
iodine stains even more. Once blis-
ters have been formed, rubbing
should be carefully avoided. If cool-
in~ substances (baking scda, boracic
acid solution and such like) are used |
no application should be made while
the sores are oozing, or they may
seal over with a crust and thus
aggravate conditions.
Easily Transmitted

Individuals vary greatly in sus-
ceptibility to ivy poisoning and
many have never suffered any in
effects, but this cannot be taken as
full assurance of immunity. Sooner
or later, when perspiring freely per=
haps, or having cuts on the skin
one may become a victim and
thenceforth obliged to exercise more
caution, Persons who are certain
they have not been in contact with
poison ivy and declare that the in-
fection must be air-borne or that
it is “in their system” during the
popularly sup) seven years
after an attack, forget that the
resinous oil may be sticking to
clothing, especially to boots, tools,
picnic baskets, and dogs. It is easily
transmitted to the hands and thence
to the face, and by handclasp to
others who may not have been ex-
posed at all. The smoke from burn-
ing the plant has been reported to
carry particles to cause severe pois-
oning,

A circular giving full information
as to recognition of the plant,
treatment of poisoning and eradic-
ation of the pest may be obtained
free on application to the Publicity
and Extension Division, Dominion
Department of Agriculture, Ottawa.

Special Meeting Of
$’side Town Council

It was decided last night at a
special meeting of the Summerside
town council to pave Cedar Avenue,
Wwillow Avenue, Ottawa and Russell
Streets. The decision was arrived
at after Mayor Campbell and
councillors had heard the petition
of residents on the streets named.

Mr. Norman McLeod was spokes-
man for the delegation, Dr. J. C.
Simpson and Mr. L. G. Lewis also
spoke. They stated that they were
unable to use the stregt for their
cars for about six weel he
spring, and they were put to great
inconvenience on account of the
dreadful condition of the street. A
delegation was also at the meeting
from Ottawa street, Mr, Jerry Dou-
cette presenting the petition, Char-
les McCarthy also speaking on the
petition.

Mayor Campbell replying stated ‘

that he would give the request care-
ful consideration. There was an
apparent injustice that these streets
had not been paved, but sometimes
these things were not controllable.
The town will have exceeded a
quarter of a million dollars on
streets in three years, by the fall if
oresent plans are carried out. That
is a lot of money for a population
of about 4,000. The Council is re-
sponsible to the citizens for the ex-
penditure and control of funds and
these things must be considered
with an open mind and w:thout
prejudice.

The question of drainage on these
streets was brought up. Councillor
McNeill stated that these streets
could be paved without special
drainage. The Mayor and Council-
lors then went into eaucus to dis-
cuss the matter, and after an hour’s
adjournment returned with the
following resolution:

“That the Council will pave Ce-
dar and Willow Avenues, Ottawa
and Russell Streets, one inch less
in th'ckness than the present pav-

ing. Curb and gutter to be laid on
Cedar, Russell and Ottawa streets.
Curb and gutter only at east end |
on Willow Avenue.” By abandonng
the drainage on Duke Streets. now
in the estimates, paving these
streets will not make a material
difference in the expenditure. There

will also be some other slight
changes.
Tha resolution further stated:

“That no more street n~ving would
be considered this year.”

Another matter brought up was
a grievance of the truckman re-
gard'ng the distribution of work.
Mayor Campvbell after rchivmg the
report o° Councillor =iVps sta -]
ed that there appeared th te
grounds for the complaint. but that
it appeared to be lareelv the fault
of the individual, that he was not
on hand when required. However, a
special effort will be made to see
that all hands received their share.
Mayor Campbell said. He wisher
every man to get his due and that
he would see that it was carried
out. Meeting adjourned —S.
