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Widespread Protests On
~Colorbar In British Boxing

IONDON, May 2—Britain's ban
on negro boxers competing for
British professional championships
s likely to continue for some
time despite widespread protests
from various sections of the pub-
He. $

“The question isn't even on our
agenda for discussion,” Charles F.
Donmall, secretary of the British
Boxing Board of Control, told the
Canadian Press,

Controversy on the ban was
brought to a head recently when
British Gulana-born Clff Ander-
son lost a points decision to Al
Phillips in their fight for the Brit-
Ish Empire featherweight title
vacated by 41-year-old Nel Tar-
leton, .

The crowd at Albert Hall yelled
and booed more than 15 minutes
after the fight and sports writers
nid it was the worst decision in
the history of British boxing., But
this demonstration was mild com-

pared to the outcry raised by
sports writers who revived the
colorbar question.

The issue came up in the House
of Commons. Businessmen, labor-
ers, school-teachers and white-
collar workers sent letters to
newspapers declaring the discrim-

ination was “outrageous”, “stu-
{)Id". “undemoeratic” and ‘“rot-
en."

A London Daily Express sports
columnist, said the ban is “utter-
Ip ridiculous,” and it would be a
waste of time and space to pour
ridicule on it.” He called on the
B.B.B.C. to rescind the regulat-

fon “at an emergency meeting”
if necessary.
B.B.B.C. officials have not

come out publicly in defence of
their stand but the secretary in
an interview last January sald a
change in the rule was neither
“desirable nor necessary” and
that “it was only right that a
small country such as ours should
have championships restricted to

hoxers of white parents.”

A buttermilk sky that suddenly
turned sour and earth soggy from
overnight rain greeted anglers in
Southern Ontario as the trout
season opened yesterday, while in
northern districts ice-bound lakes
and streams protected the fiye
varieties of the salmon’s relative
from fishermen “just dyin’ to get

at dem.”
But where creeks ran invitingly
and where lakes were ice-free,

anxlety of the trout to gulp down
bait “fixed” by amateur or vet-
eran was evident in the heavy
catches reported.

At Peterborough a downpour of
rain before flve o'clock drenched
the army of fishermen who
thronged streams long before sun
up. But by 10 o'clock several
parties were returning with limit
catches.

Heavy floods in the London
district put the trout in creeks
and streams of Middlesex County
slightly off their schedule. Some
streams produced nothing better
than sunfish or suckers,

In the Sault Ste, Marie region
fishermen were reluctantly sitting
in their homes looking out wint-
ery windows at lakes and rivers
accommodating scattered ice-floes.

At North Bay, where ordinarily
on May 1 the number of fisher-
men are legion, even the most in-
trepid anglers could be seen lurk-
ing about their homes and offices.
