Education

Discussed
By Institute

(C. P. by Guardian’s Special Wire)
LAKE COUCHICHING, Ont,,
Aug. 9—A central system of school
supplements, earmarked “so they
could not possibly be used for any-
thing e'se,” is Canada’s first great
need, J. W. Noseworthy of Toronto
told the seventh annual conference
of the Canadian Institute of Eco-
nomics and Politics here today.

“The system I visualize would
mean larger Federal supplements
granted in proportion to the wealth
of ‘each province,” said the Presi-
dent 'of the Ontario Teachers’
Federation, “The grants should be
made with a minimum of Domin-
jon control.

“The Dominion should keep the
right to watch closely the spend-
ing of its money. But the decision
as to what type of schools each
province should develop ior gen-
eral improvement of educational
standards must remain solely in the
hands of those individual provin-
ces.” :

Mr. Noseworthy outlined before
the gathering of - students, educa-
tionists and businessmen a three-
point policy which he said would
make for better distribution be=-
tween Dominion and provincial
governments of the financial re-
ducation. In addi-

The German battleship Grosser
Kurfurst, which saw action against
British warships in the North Sea,
is the latest ship recovered. Months
were required Lo bring the slime-
covered hulk from a grave Where
it had rested for more than 19
years, Bottom up, it was towed. to
Rosyth where it was placed in
‘dry-dock and now is in the process
of being broken up.

Salvage crews are now concen-

«wppne Derfflinger will present one

House Fly Worst
“Carrier of Disease

A serious menace to health and
a nuisance of the first order is the
charge rightly made against the
commort house fly. is is espec-
ially true in the warm months,
from mid-summer to autumn, when
it reaches its greatest abundance,
It is a menace to health because it
breeds in garbage, manure and
human faeces, and may pass direct-
ly from filth and_other infested
matter to foodstuffs, Particles of
decomposing organic matter, bac-
teria and other living organisms
adhere to its hairy body and legs,
and sticky feet and mouth-parts, or
may be conveyed to food in its ex-
creta and saliva, One fly may carry
as_many as 1,000, germs.

The house fly, known to scient-
ists as Musca domestica, is world-
wide in distribution and notorious
for the part it plays in the

dissem-
ination of dangerous dise

ases such
as infantile diarrhoea, tuberculosis,
typhoid, cholera and dysentry. It
also serves as the intermediate host
of ceriain species of roundworms
that infest the stomachs of horses,
and of tapeworms that occur in
poultry. In Canada, the house fly
is probably the most important in-
sect species concerned in disease
transmission. On_this account it is
very essential that measures be
taken to control it and to prevent
13)0(1;rom having access to human
s,

Methods of Control

The most effective method of
controlling house flies - consists of
eliminating or reducing their breed-
ing places by properly treating or
disposing of manure and garbage.
Fresh horse manure is probably
chiefly responsible for the majority
of flies in rural sections. It has
been estimated that more than a
million flies may develop from one
ton of manure. In the cities, garb-
age Is an important factor in fly
production. To be fully effective,
control measures should be organ-
ized on a community basis, as_one
neglected manure heap or ‘garbage
dump ‘may infest a whole neigh-
bourhood.” Collections of manure
should be removed from city stab-
les and disposed of at least twice
weekly.  In rural sections, where
practicable, the manure should be
removed daily and spread thinly in
fields where the drying effect of sun
and wind will prevent breeding. An
alternate method consists of taking
advantage of heat produced by fer-
mentation when manure is placed
in tightly packed piles. The manure
pile should be constructed on hard
ground or concrete. The sides of the
pile should be clean cut and almost
vertical, but slopinfg slightly to-
wards the centre. As fresh manure
is added to the pile it should be
tightly packed by means of a shov-
el. The heat produced by fermenta-
tion 'destroys all fly eggs, larvae
and pupae, except possibly those
close to the surface of the top lay-
er, The application with a water-
