Japan May Strike
Blow At Russia

TOKYO, Oct. 25—General Baron
Sadao Araki, who as minister of
war directed Japan's conquest of
Manchuria in 1931-33, declared to-
day it “probably is mecessary for
Japan to strike directly at Russia”
to eliminate Communist influence
from the Far East.
+Communism, he asserted, is the
root of the present turmoil in the
Orient and the cause of the Chi-
nese-Japanese conflict.

General Arakl, in retirement
since the Tokyo Army uprising of
February, 1936, recently emerged
to become a member of Premier
Fuminaro. Konoye's Advisory Coun-
cil.

“There are two principal causes
of the present conflict,” the Gen-
eral told the Associated Press.
“The first comes from the Chinese
violation of the agreement signed
after the 1932 fighting at Shang-
hal which provided for a.demili-
tarized zone around Shanghai. As
soon as possible the-Chinese built
fortifications there ,and moved
garrisons into them.
