Teshmony of An Enghsh Clergyman Who Travelled on the
Continent—Prayers of Many Nations—Remarkable
Story in Liverpool Post,

Ia the course of an elogquent sermon at
St. Agues’s, Sefton Park, on Sunday

‘|evening, the Rev, C. C. Elcum told the

following remarkable story:—I was on
my way home from Italy, I had been
chiefly in out-of-the-wayldistricts, and hal
therefore, heard nothiag of the King's
illness and the cunsequent pastponement
of the Coronation. Oa Thursday eveniag
however, I arrived a% Milan, and haviag
an hour to wait for the express, I was
sittiag at dinner when I heard a news-
by calling out somsathing about “I'l R»
Q‘Ingbilterra." I coulda’t quite catzh the
words, so I culled the boy ani
brught a paper. I was, of course,
thunderstruck at the news, and the boy
evideatly noticed my shocked expres-ion,
for ia that pliintive voice so charact-ristis
of the Italian he ta'd solemnly, ““Ah! G)d
will spare bim! I pray for him, your Kiog.”
I cannot convey to you atall the simple
faith and confidence in which those words
were spoken, but I assure you they made
a very gr:atin pression on me.JI elept that
night at Como, aad the next day resumed
my journey homewards. At Airolo I
changed into a restaurant car. Presently
a big beaming, burly German got into the
car, and seeing that he had io his hand a
later paper than I had seen I asked him
what wasthe latest news of the King.

He very kindly informed m~, and then se¢-
ing thay I was an E'xghshmm he said
solemojy: ““Your npa‘ion has all our sym-
p thies and orr prayers fir your King,!
He was most sympathctie, and spoke
with comsilerabl: fecl'ng ahout the
sadness of the blow t» the Bri ish nation.
Presen ly, howev r, he 1:ft the train, and
Iwasalmein the carriige, Oa we went
through the nigh*, anl at sev:n oclock
on Satur lay m ruiag a-r ved at the fort-
ress trwn of Cualms. Her: a smart
Fr:nch officer came into my carriage and
opened a coyy of that moraing’s*“Ls Petit,
Parisen.” I enquired of him if thers were
any fresh news of the Kiog, wheraupon
he mo:t courteously handed me the paper
Lis finger upon the sp>t where the tele-
#'am containing the la‘est bulletia was
t» b2 found. When I had read it he said:
“You have the sympa‘hy of all French-
wen,’he then solemnly raised his hand to
his cap, salutzd, and :aid quietly, “and
youhave also our prayers.” I was very
much struck by his demeaan’ur I caan
assure you, H:re, then, were three differ-
ntpiwio1s of tare: naioualities; the
m .l Tta'iaa newshoy, the burly German,
nl the smart Freach caplain, all of

whom tol1 me thattheir prayers weie being '

offeredto God for the recovery of our King.
