%c butter fat prices, This milk is
processed and sold at lc to 2c
above raw milk limits, 1 fully agree
vith “Nix Gamble” that “the far-
mer is entitled to the larger share”
of the profits, but he doesn't get it.

I agree with him in the good
things he says of the farmer. I
have spent many vacations summer
and winter in country homes, and
have closely observed conditions
which would extend this letter too
long at present to go into more
fully, but I still adhere to my
statement -that in the main (there
are exceptions) the Island ‘farmer
enjoys at least a measure of pros-
perity, and surely less of the dis-
comforts and hardships of urbans.”
Some time later I may give my rea-

puzzic even our friend to mould it
into a practical demonstration. In
that labor-power is the primary
force controlling the laws of supply
and demand, it is plainly evident
that whether up's or down’s or on
a balance it has been placed there
almost wholly by labor value,

His claim that the price of milk
at $1. per 100 1bs, is the result of
a balanced ratio of supply and de-
mand is I belleve an indisputable
fact, and it has been my conten-
tion that, based on butter fat
values, that price is continent wide,
and I further claim can not be in-
fluenced at large by the operation
of fleecing Charlottetown consum-
ers,
