COLD AND FLU LEAVE THE
DOOR OPEN FOR MORE SERI-
0US AILMENTS

_As medical students we werc
taught that influenza or flu was
due to a certain ljttle organism or
bacillus  called the bacillus of
Pfeiffer, after its discoverer.

During the flu epidemic of 1918,
it was found that a number of in-
dividuals who d!d not suffer with
flu had this bacillus or organism
in their throats. To-day many
physicians believe tl12t more than
one organism may cause the com-
mon cold and give rise to the
usual symptoms of sneezing, run-
ning nose, increased  pulse and
temperature and a feeling of tired-
ness

However when a case goes on to
extreme prostration and greatly in-
creased temperature, it is believed
due to the organism of another adl-
ment entering in, such as that of
flu, pneumonia, bronchopneumonia
or others.

Thus some one has said that the
system leaves the door open which
50 interferes with the defences of
the nose and throat that they cant
stop these other organisms from
entering, It would seem that very
often the first ailment to follow a
simple or common cold is the flu,
and the flu so prostrates the in-

| dividual during the first few days

that these other organisms, pften
already present in the bbdy, are
able to fight off the natural de-
fences and manufacture the poisons
which cause the serious symptoms
that fo'low 2

Rev. Father Doyle
Speaks At Saint
Dunstan’s Basilica

Dunstan’s Basilica yesterday Rev.
Basil Doyle told the congregation
that the primary punpose of mar-
| riage is the procreation and educa-
tion of children. The mere gen-
| eration of children might be acion:-
| plished without any marriage bond.
But more than this is needed. They
must be educated to be citizens of
Church and State and finally of the
Kingdom of God. This is done in
the family and cannot be adequate-
ly accomplished otherwise,

The speaker declared the first |
duty of parents is to be parents,
God willing. There is a vice, how-
ever, that propagandists are bend-
ing every effort to lift to plane of
respectability, and . their efforts
have been remarkably successful.
“I mean ‘Birth Control’, more cor-
rectly called ‘Birth Frustration’ "
Father Doyle sald. But the prac-
f tice of birth frustration is opposed
to the eternal, necessary, law of
God, as revealed in nature. There-
fore it is condemned by the Cath-
ollc Church, The Church could
not teach otherwise on the subject
even if she would. The law is God’s
own making and the Church simply
declares it. She will change her
teaching on this subject only when
she changes her teaching on sland-
er, stealing and murder. When such
things become lawiul, birth frus-
| tration may be lawful, too. Further-
| more, the law is positively set down
i n Holy Scripture. In Genesis, 38,
| there is the account of the crime of
| Onan, the first recorded case of

birth frustration. In the tenth
| verse we read: “And therefore the
| Lord slew him pecause he did a de-
| testable thing.” The thing itself
| was detestable, and that is whai
| the Church means when she speaks
of it as intrinsically evil. |

Whilst marriage has for one of |

ts secondary purposes remedy for |
concupiscence. and, mind, that is |
only a secondary, not the primary
purpose, it was never intended to
e a complete palliative for sexual
passion.
