(The First Sunday Schools)-
On a Sunday, 150 years
| Robert Raikes gathered a few ragg-
ed ad depraved urchins of Glouces-
ter into Mrs. Meredith's house in
Sooty Alley, and that was the be-
ginning of a movement which fifty
years later reported a million and
a haly Sunday schoo scholars; now,
at the World Convention in 1928
there were 356,146 Sunday Schools.

Robert Raikes was the son of the
editor of the Gloucester Journal,
who died in 1757, and Robert Raikes,
jr., became' proprietor and editor,
having, it is supposed, been educat-
ed at Cambridge. He showed great
aptitude for his calling, the paper
flourished and appears today.
Raikes was known in his. native city
as a man of the higest qualities, dis-
tingu'shed for his humanitarian and
benevolent activities.

The lampodns and scurrilty char-
acteristic of the times found no place
in his journal; instead, he gave &
fair report of the news of the day
and drew attention to the many evils
needing redress.

The state of the prisons, too,
heavy on his heart.

John Howard was not sherriff of
Bedfordshire and Elzabeth Fry not
yet born when Raikes, in 1767, pub-
lished his famous appeal

“The priso;ers, confined to the
castle, without allowance and with-
out the means of subsistence by
labor, most humbly entreat some
little assistance from those who can
pity their wretchedness.”
~ He not only provided the prisoners
with food, clothing and books, and
spoke to them npersonally co:cern
ing their evil habits, but tried to
find work for them on their release.

Raikes might have become famous
in this direction had he not found
cther scope for his activities.® One
Saturday afternoon iy 1780 he went
to & slum suburb of Gloucester to
engage a gardener. Finding him not
at home Raikes waited about and in
the meadows near by saw .swarms of
little ragamuffins of all ages ‘and
sexes romping, the biggest indulgiv
in gambling, the vilest language and
the roughsst horseplay. He stoad
aghast, ‘but a woman' standing by
told him, “Ah, sir, th's is nothing to
what goes on on Su:days. You'd
be shocked indeed if you were here
then.” Raikes returned home, shak-
en, thinking deeply. He knew not
cnly was it “rn unfavorable example
of young England then,” but that
the degradation was due to ignor-
ance and bad associations. The

lay

lower classes of Engla'el at that
period -were little better than sav
ages.

Raikes opened four schools, not as
a temporary alleviation of a social
problem but avowedly to solve it. It
was an attempt at prmary educat-
ion, since the children had to learn
the alphabet before they ‘could read
the Bible.

They began at 10 in the morning
and at midday were dismissed for
dizner. They returmed at 1 o'clock,
1ead p lesson and were conducted to
chorch. After dvine worship they
went back to school, repeated the
catechism till 5.30 and then were
sent home, being cautioned not to
play in the strets but to conduct
htemselves quietly and thus honor
the Lord's day. Four women control-
ed these schools and were paid 1s
6d. weekly for their services. The
first schools\ were for boys, but girls
were admitted when seven schools
had been established.

On the opening of his first school
Raikes went round among the poor
pecple of the parish urging them to
send their childre», and, like many
another enthusiast, did not escape
ridicule.  “There goes Bobby Wild
Goose and his ragged regiment,” the
neighbors used to cry as he passed
marching at the head of his scholars
to church.

The schools were held on Sunday,
because that was the only day on
which he could hope to get hold of
the children just verging on or in
their ‘teens; the rest of the week
they were employed in the local
factories. There was no legislation
or provision for education, and none
regulating child labor; the children
of the good old days had hardly
ceased to be infa:#s when they were
sent to work in factories, mills and
workshops under oconditions dis-
graceful to civilization or humanity.
Raikes also wished to give religious
instruction and take his scholars to
church. ‘The seed. bore fruit and
Mr. Church a local employer, said,
when Mr. Raikes asked him some
time after if he had noticed ' axy
change the children:

Sir,—The change could not have
been more extraordinary, in my
opinion, had they been transformed
from the shape of wovles and tigers
to that of men.

It may be said here that Raikes
did not found the first Sunday
.school,, but. Raikes's claim to pre-
'emizence is that he waited for three
lyears to prove his system and then
set to work on a publicity scheme to
Ispread the good work. ~He wrote it
.up in his own journal first, modestly
refraining from mentioning his own
name and to his joy it was copied ia
the London Chronicle. Numerous
enquiries came to him . and a letter
he sent to Colonel Townley, of Shef-
field, was published by the latier in
the Centleman’s Magazine. The re-
sult was thet Joh: Wesley ocould
write in his journal in 1784 that he
found these schools springing up
cverywhere. Raikes succeeded be-
yond others because he was not only
a deeply religious man, but also an
enterprising jour.wlist and a liberal-
minded newspaper proprietor.

The most striking demonstration
was at the festival of Painswick,
near Gloucester, in 1786, an event
usually attended with all sorts of
disorders, especially dru.ftenness.
Through his paper and printed leaf-
lets Raikes invited the people to
“come and see a novel sight,” and
on Sunday, September 24, they
flocked from all parts,  After the
service an old man- of 80 years of
age said to Raikes, “Oh, sir, that I
sheuld live to see the day when poor
children are befriended!” The coll-
éction amou. ted to £57, and g car-
penter, in gratitude, put a guinea in
the plate a'd ' brought four more
afterwards, ‘“since,” he said , “it
would have seemed ostentatious for
a man in my position to put them
in the plate.” | :

It was chiefly responsible for the

The most notable development of
his work was the founding of socle-
ties for the educating of the poor,
the chief of which were “The Royal
Lancastrian Institution” and *“The
National Soclety for the Promotion’|
of Education of the Poor,” and, just
as his efforts were being crowned
with success and his dreams realized,
Raikes died on April 5, 1811. Raikes
lies buried in the family vault in the
crypt of St. Mary de Crypt and a
plain tablet near his grave is thus
inscribed.

“Sacred to the memory of Robert

Raikes,, Esquire (late of this city)
Founder of Sunday Schools ,who de-
parted this life April 5, 1811, aged 75
ears.
“When the ear heard me, then it
blessed me, and when the eye saw
me it gave witness to me, because I
delivered the poor that cried, and the
fatherless, and him that had none to
help him, The blessing of him that
was ready to perish came upon me
and I caused the widow's "enri to
sing for joy'—Job 39: 11-13.
