STEAMER HERE HAS CARRIED
ERITISH TROOPS TO FRONT.

Peb. 5—The Royal Mail
n, (ﬂnmm Hull, is due
to dock early this morning. The liner
arrived at IHalifax on Wednesday
night, and landed 4,000 packages of
mail, Several passengers debarked.
The trans-Atlantic passage to the
Nova Scotia port occupied eleven days
and the vessel was detained off Hali-
fax by a thick snow storm which
lasted for more than twelve hours.
The Corsican  has been for six
months engaged in carrying troops
from lingland- to various lands, some
ar and some near. The officers of
the Allan liner say they had a good

time of it on their ship during this
service. The Corsican was requisi-
tioned shortly after the outbreak of

war and for ten days in August last
anchored in pleasant leisure off Cowes.
Then she was ordered to carry horses
and stores ‘to France. After a few
such trips she repaired to Southamp-
ton where she was converted into a
treop-ship.

In this capacity she made several
trips to Havre, taking several cavalry
regiments and field artillery batteries
to Irance. Finally she received orders
to transport 2,000 territorials to Egypt
and set out on the long journey. Ar-
riving at Alexandria:she was boarded
by the Third Dragoons, whom the
territorials relieved, and by some buo
Indian -soldiers who had gone to Alex-
andria from Port Said. The Corsican
then returned to Europe, landing the
English regulars and the Indian Sol-
diers at Marseilles.. Her next orders
were to return (o IEngland. There she
was boarded by another lafge number
of territorials'and this time she steam-
ed away on the longest voyage of the
service. She was bound for Bombay.
After-a long but eventful voyage she
arrived at the Indian port, landed her
torritorials, and brought back to Great
Britain the Munsters ‘and another
regular ; pegiment | that ;had been sta-
tioned in India. This. was the Corsi-
can's last important trip in the Ad-
miralty sérvice.”

BERNE, Feb. 3.—Several Swiss cit:

Poor
cnough at any time, these people are
nowreduced to the extremity of mis-
ery, the Turks and Germans having
ccmmandeered all the chief necessar-
les, not merely camels, mules, horses
and cattle of all descriptions, but. alsp
wheat;: barley, parafin, butter, .sugar
and coffee, to say; nothing of money
Whatever may be the result of th
Turkish campaign elsewhere, it cer-
tainly has caused misery in Palestine
antl Syria.

PSRRI
The Use of. Best Seed Only Would
Double Natlon's Crop.

To get the biggést possible crops
with the least financial 'outlay ‘for
labor' and seed should be the aim o!
every farmer. THhis can bé done by
proper selection of seed and by test- ;
ing the germinating power of the seed/
before sowing. Tlsewhere in this is-
sue methods for doing this'are out-
lined in detail. :

The man who {8 getting the miost
out of the grain fields is the man who
selects his seed grain and sows only
such as possesses good vitality 'anad
germinating power.” ‘Many ‘of such
farmers are able to produce twice as
many bushels of grain ‘to the acre'as
do the farmers that sow their fiekds
on the hit-or-miss plan.

PREVENTING “ROPY" MILK.

Complaints are frequently made
about ropy milk and it is a serious
trouble, but if the precautions out-
lined below are obhserved, the trou-
ble can be prevented; or if already in
the dairy, can be overcome.

Ropy milk contains ‘bacteria that
are responsible for its viscid condi-
tion. These bacteria live naturally in
water, Measures for the prevention of
the troubles must be directed towards

the milk = pails: and strainer cloth
should be washed- and scalded hefore
being used in the morning, or a second
set thoroughly clean and scalded
should be used in the morning, The
practice  of merely . rinsing . pails
2l strainers in - cold “water - at
the harn at night offers an opportun-
ity for the introduction of the bacteria
into milk from the water.”

The cows should not be allowed to
wade in mud and smear the, Audders
with dirt and filth. By this ‘means
many objectionahle bha fa get into
milk by falling into .the mﬂ pails, «

The ‘floors of all rooms where ropy
milk has been kept, should be disin--

| fected with a mixture of five parts of

crude sulphuric acid to, 95 parts of
water. Great care must be exercised
in mixing the sulphuric deid and water
else an explosion may result.

All milk utensils should*be scalded
most thoroughly daily. Never let cold
water come in contact with utensils
unless they are scalded before being
used. for milk again.

The greatest care should be exerpis-
ed to prevent even a drop of water
from the cooling tank getting into the
milk. That occurrence is probahly
the most common cause of trouble
from ropy milk., If water. must spatter
about, the cans standing in ice ‘water
should be covered.

Utengils after washing and scalding
should stand upside down to prevent
th«; accumulation of dust on ‘the in-
side.

The foregoing suggestions may save
many dollars to more ‘than’ one milk-
man and save a lot of anxiety on the
part of customers who —are -usually
needlessly alarmed at-'th'e appearance
of “strings” in milk or cream. Where
the trouble Iras been consumed need
to scald all utensils and give specfal
heed to the retrigerator or other
places where the milk is kept. Con-
sumers as well as producers must en-
deavor to overcome the trouble.
