NO ONE TO REPLACE HIM,

—
Mr, Goldwin Smith Points Out Strer 3th of
Deceased Statesman,

Mr, Goldwin Smith, of ‘‘The
Grange,”” Toronto, knew the late
statesman, Sir Willlam Vernon-Har-
court, intimately. ~Mr, Smith’s im-
pressions of the successor of Glad-
stone to the leadership of the Lib-
eral party, are given in the follow-
ing interview:

“I have scen very little of Sir Wm.
Vernon-Harcourt of late years. We
were intimete in youth, and read to-
gether with the same private tutor,
though 1 was two or three years his
senior. e was the second son of
the owner of a great estate, Mr.
Harcourt, of Nuneham, and used to
say in jest that it was lucky for the
Liberal party that he was a younger
son. Hg was one of the original stafl
of The/ Saturday Review when its
owners were Beresford Hope and
Douglas Cook, Cook 'being the edi-
tor. The other members of the stafl
were Sir Henry Maine, Lord Robert
Cecil, afterwards Lord Salisbury,
Mt. Collet Sandars, Mr. Geo. Ven-
ables, Mr. Hemming, Mr. Scott, of
Hoxton, and myself. Mr. Hemming
and I are now the only survivors.
Harcourt was distinguished at the
Bar, still more, perhaps, as a jurist.
e was Professor of International
Law at Cambridge, and was employ-
ed in important revisions of the law.
His first public oflice was that of
Solicitor-General, and have reason
to believe that he aspired to the
Chancellorship, though he was not
deemed sufficiently strong as a tech-
nical lawyer for that post. But he
found his proper field in politics. He
was the best stump-speaker that I
ever heard. He was tall and impos-
ing in figure; had an excellent voice

| and delivery, as well as a great com-
mand of language, and ab_undance of

matter, especially of the more pun-
gent kind. He was apt to be over-
bearing in manner, and made enem-
ies and gave rise to satirical stories
in that way. I think he was rather
less effective in the House than on
the stump. There was a certain
pompousness in his Parliamentary
manner which conveyed the idea that
he was acting a part. He was at
the same time a trenchant pamph-
leteer and writer on international
questions. His letters to'The Times,
under the signature of ‘Historicus,’
made their mark.

At one time he seemed to waver
in his Liberal convictions, and to be
drawing over to Disraeli, his intim-
acy with whom was so marked as to

call for an explicit disclaimer of
political alliance. Though he had
been a strong opponent of Home

Rule, he went over with Mr. Glad-
stone, to whom he remained attach-
ed to the end. He was a very good
Home Seccretary, as I was told Dby
Lord Selborne, an impartial judge.
He was also successful as Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer, and as leader,
though at last the party split into
sections, one of which was hostile tq
Harcourt. He rather shook confi-
dence by his - sudden change of at-
titude as one of the committee on
the Jameson Raid question, and his
conduct in that affair has never been
explained. But his loss . will be
greatly felt by the Liberal party,
which has no one of his force to re-
place him.
