OTTAWA, Ont, June 12,~“Pay-
ment in full of Old Age Pensions
will be brought about by the Do-
minien Government as soon as it
can be done consistent with sound
finance.” This declaration was made
in the House of Commons .this af-
ternoon by Hon. E. N. Rhodes, Min-
ister of Fisherles in reiterating the
pledge of the Conservative party for
100° per cent payment of old age
pensions,

“I am pledged to the payment in
full of old age pensions,” the form-
er Nova Scotia Premier declared.
“This - Government is pledged to
payment in full of old age pensions
and this party is so pledged. Had
times been normal there was no
question but that pledge would have
been ‘implemented in full at the
present session of Parliament, But
the Conservative Government has
bridged one half of the gap this
session and will bridge the remain-
ing portion to bring payment up
to 100 percent, as soon as it can
be done consistent with sound fin-
ance.”,
Conservative members applauded
the statement,
He felt as Premler Brownlee felt
when the Alberta Premier made the
statement, that he had no patience
with the argument that payment
of 100 percent old age pensions by
the Dominion would be unconstit-
utional, This was the argument of
the Liberal leader, Mr. Mackenzie
King, at Saint John, N. B, during
the campaign, when devoting’ con-
siderable attention to a speech, he,
Mr, Rhodes had made respecting
Old Age Pensions, But following this
Saint John speech, Mr. Rhodes
continued, Mr. King had proceeded
to Charlottetown. With a Liberal
Government in office, however, in
Prince Edward Island and the Pro-
vince unahle to come into the pen-
sions scheme, Mr., King had made a

speech in which he had left with
the people of Prince Edward Is-
land the impression that ‘the Lib-
eral party would consider the pay-
ment of 100 percent old age pen-
slons.
