of Irishmen who had ranged themselves on.different sides
of the various questions, are now sealing their devotion to
the Empire on the battlefield.

In India, where clouds frequently gathgred dark and omin-
ous, the same devotion is apparent. In last Saturday's is-
sue our despatches told of the general jubilation throughout
all India over the defeat of the German squadron off Falk-
land Islands, a jubilation expressed in munificent gifts, one
man giving 200 camels, another 25,000 pounds of tea, an-
other giving blankets for the Gurkhas serving in France
and Belgium. These gifts were mentioned only as typical
of scores of others.

The ruling princes have subscribed a sum equalling about
$950,000 of our money toward the Prince of Wales' relief
‘und, and the Indian relief fund, as well as about $4,000,000
toward the expenses of the war. A further sum of nearly
$150,000 has been given by the npative rulers to provide
motor cycles, telescopes and similar equipment. About
$120,000 has been given by the Mazharajah of Gwalior. He
has also presented the Indidn expeditionary force with the
magnificent gift of a motor ambulance corps consisting of |
forty-one cars and is arranging for the eslnhlishmem of a
convalescent home in East Africa for Indian soldiers, Be-
sides these gifts many princes and chiefs have presented
great numbers of horses, mules, camels and ‘motor cars, A
splendidly equipped hospital ship is another of their géner-
ous denations. ;
Almost more significant is the attitude of untitled educat-
ed India. In this class, in the past, have been found most
of the Indian critics of various details of British administra-
tion in India. Yet here again, in the day of Britain's need,
there is abundant proof of enthusfastic loyalty. Mr. Bal
Gangadhar Tilck, the leader of the Indian Nationalists, has
said that “the.present is not a time to press for reforms”
and has urged his friends and followers to sink all their
differences. Mr. Ghandi, leader of the Hindus in South
Africa, has done likewise. Mr. Lajpot Rai, who was once
deported from India on suspicion of sympathy with a disaf-
fected element and who took up his residence in Great Brit-
ain, is now urging his countrymen there to volunteer for
medical service in the field. Mr. Dadabhai Naoroji, who
hopes ultimately for Indian self-government within the Em-
pire, and who is now almost ninety years of age, has ad-
dressed a letter to the people of India telling how Britain
in engaging in this war is simply “keeping her word of
honor and righteously discharging a solemn obligation for
the peace and welfare of minor and weak Powers.”

The Hon. Bhupendra Noth Basu, another strong -advocate i
of Indian nationalism, is assisting in organizing a medical '
contingent from Indian doctors and students in Great Brit- |
ain. Mr. T. P. Sinha, a wealthy Calcutta barrister, is en-
deavoring to organize a volunteer corps from among his
Indian colleagues of the bar. And so the story might go on. |
Well may Dadabhai Naoroji say in his address to his fellow |
countrymen: “I have not the least doubt in my mind 1hat}
every individual of the vast mass of humanity of India will !
have but one desire in his heart, viz.,, to support to the best
of his ability and power the British in their glorious strug- |
gle for justice, liberty, honor and true human greatness and
happiness.”

These gifts and evidences of loyalty in the face of a Ger-
man propaganda to sow sedition and rebellion among the
people of India, are the strongest possible evidence of the
belief of these peoples of various castes not only in the
righteousness of Britain’s cause but of their belief in the
justice and freedom to be enjoyed under the British flag.
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REGRETTABLE

A curious physiolegical—or diabolical-—discovery
made the other day while a carcass of pork was being
inspected at the warehouses of Messrs Davis & Fraser.
Under the foids of some of the interior mechanism of the
animal a stone, weighing several pounds, was discovered.
There were two possible explanations; one that’ the animal
had eaten it, the other that the owner, having no special
use for the stone, wanted to sell it at the current price
of pork. As the stone v found outsided of the ordinary
food tract, and as there were no evidences to show that,
while living, the animal had suffered sufficiently from
hunger to induce it to eat a stone which it could not
swallow, the former theory was at once abandoned by the
acting coroner and the conclusion was arrived at that the
owner wanted to sell the stone at pork price, which would
be a very good price for a chunk of common sandstone.

The stone brought the owner some thirty-five or forty
cents, which was doubtless gratifying, and, what was more
gratifying still—to him—he got away with the money, plus
the value of the carcass. !

Now, seriously, we do not suppose the man who did this
reads the Guardian or any other paper, and what we are
about to say is not intended ror him, but for his neighbours
and the public generally. The unfortunate imbecile who,
for the sake of a few cents, ran the risk of spending 2 few
months in jail, and the greater risk of having the finger
of scorn pointed at him for all time to come as a low
order of thief, is more to be pitied than blamed. He is
not a common thief, but a dangerous mixture of primitive
savage and thiet whom it is the solemn duty of all self-
respecting people to locate it possible. There are a few of
these semi-savages left. A year or so ago one of them
“loaded” some poultry with frozen grain; another “loaded”
some bales of hay with rocks and debris; another many
vears ago ‘loaded” a tub of butter with a brick. (This
fellow, we believe, is dead.) The other two, and the man
who “loaded” the carcass above referred to are probably
alive still.

Now here is the point: had that carcass of pork been
shipped to Halifax, Sydney, Montreal or elsewhere, the
dishonesty would have been charged against “ Prince
lddward Island farmers,” as was the case with the loaded
poultry and the bales of As a result of the hay
episode, above mentioned, a | Island merchant was told
by a customer in one of our sisier provinces that he would
not buy a carload of P.E.I. hay ii he got it for nothing.

The act was a criminal one, and had the poor creature
who perpetrated it been discovered he would have been
punished by a term in jail. And he deserved it, although,
possibly, a charitable public would have recommended the
lunatic asylum. But while such criminals exist and have
enough sense to carry food to a hog and to kill it and haul
it to the market, the credit of the province and the good
name of all farmers are in danger. One such piece of
deception as this, shipped abroad, would do incalculable
injury to the province, and the fact that similar instances
have ‘occurred since the days of original savagery proves
that these “ poor ye shall have always with you.”

In former references to this unfortunate weakness we
recommended that the Farmers' Institutes should take a
firm hold of the matter for their mutual protection. We
ventured the suggestion that every institute have its trade
mark card, and that each member of the institute attach
such card to every article he sends to market, the card
to bear the name of the institute and of the member. By
exercising care and by helping each other every com-
munity could thus get its name up for honest goods and
80 ensure a market and the highest prices, The cards
would be especially valuable in the shipment of hay, hogs,
poultry, butter and, in short, everything shipped in pack-
ages or in bhags.

That honest farmers need protection against the few
degenerates still left who are so contemptibly dishonest
as to “load " their market stuff, is very apparent. If our
province is to make a name for itself as an agricultural
country it must look after its degenerates as carefully as
its other products.

RESULTS OF THE WAR

It has been reiterated over and over again that the pres-

'system of government are undergoing their test. How is
the test holding?

Lord Kitchener has nothing but adm:ration for those who'
remain at home providing the sinews of war. In a letter to
a firm of manufacturers who wrote him asking whether it
would be more patriotic on their part to allow their young
men to go to the front and reduce correspondingly the out-
put of their mills, Lord Kitchener replied:

“1 should like all engaged by yvour establishment to know
that it is fully recognized that they, in carrying out the
Government work of providing the army with supplies and
equipment, are doing their duty to their King 'and country
equally with those who have joined tue army for service
in the field.” ;

It is well this should be emphasized. Young men cmploy-
ed on farms raising crops and horses for the bencfit of the
Empire, and especially those at the front, “are doing their
duty for their King and country equally with those who
have joined the army for service in the field.”

This is not any new conception of patriotism either; it is
found exemplified in the good old Book itself. In 1st Sam-
uel, 30 chap., an account is given of the spoiling of Ziklag
by the Amallkites whom King David pursues. He recover-
ed all the spoil and made it a statute and an ordinance in
Israel to divide the spoil equally between them that fight
and them that “keep the stuff.” The passage reads:—
Then answered all the wicked men and men of Belial, of
those that went with David, and said, hecause they went
not with us, we will not give them ought of the spoil that
we have recovered, save to every man, his wife, and. his
children, that they may lead them away, and depart.
“Then,” said David—Ye shall not do so, my brethren, with
that which the Lord hath given us, who has preserved us,
and delivered the company that came against us into our
hand.

“For who will hearken unto you in this matter? but as his
part ig that goeth down to the battle, so shall his part be
that tarrieth by the stuff; they shall part alike.”

It is necessary at this time not to forget to think of those
who like our farmers, are “tarrying by the stuff” and who
are bearing additional burdens in gending their sons and
“help” to the front.
