Interesting Report Of Rotary Inter-
<€ national Convention Submitted

| fThe following . address was de-
Mvered recently at Rotary Conven-
tion by Mr. J. W. Boulter, Presid-
gnt of the local’ Rotary Club.

As your representative to the
Rotary International Convention,
held in Boston-the last week in
June, I am pleased to give a re-
port on the proceedings. This was
without question the most wonder-
ful meeting I have ever attended,
and was looked upon by those in
tharge as one of the most success-
ful conventions ever held in Rot-
RIY.

The convention was held in Old
“Mechanics Building, which was
beautifully decorated, and never
appeared more attractive than it
did during convention week. The
conventional blue and gold of Rot-
ary International emblem, was the
general oolor scheme, except on
the stage in the main auditorium,

ahich was decorated in alternat-
\Weg arches of blue and silver, with
B silver background, which 'gave
an exaggerated vastness to the
stage, from which such outstand-
ing men as Woodrow Wilson had
expounded the national issues of
the times.

| ‘Monday morning, June 26th, was
given over to registration, after
which the delegates wandered a~
round, principally in the House of
Friendship in Exhibition Hall, the
clearing house of information,
mail, and ofher practical services.
It had a deczen or so latch strings,
end Rotarians were sure of quick
pervice no matter what informa-
Hon they required. A  ticker,
showing the changing prices on the
ptook market, was installed, There
Wwere rest rooms, stationary facilit-
fes, and a place to meet acquaint-
Bnces. Taken altogether, it was a
yeal social centre.

The total registration was prac-
tically eight thousand, five hund-
red, and represented fifty or more

t had wonderful executive
ability, and there was not a single
hitch in the proceedings.

At the first meeting on Monday
pfternoon addresses of welcome were
given by Governor Ely, Aocting
Mayor Joseph MeGrath, the Pres-
Jdent of the Rotary Club of Bos-
on, and Mr. Dunbar, Governor of
Jhe 31st Rotary District.

Are Here.” Rotarian Andrews spoke
st length, summing up his sub-
gect in tHese words: “We are here

'I‘hen came the message from
the founder of Rotary—Paul H.
Harrls,—the President Emeritus of
Chicago. He stated the year of 1933
is of “transcendant interest.”
Events of vast importance are tak-
ing place. He claimed we worship-
ped two gods, one professed, and
one real. We have devoted ourselves
to business, not so much because
we loved 1it, as because of what it
brought us,—things. We permitted
business to obscure lfe. The craze
for things was so pressing, that
men even took their own lves
when denied them. The god of
things, is a fool's god, and not
worthy of the worship of man, Ac-
cording to the new theory, busi-
ness was created for man, and
man was not created for business.

Harris sald, “children must not
be hrought up as drones or loaf-
ers. There will be no slums in the
cities which our children will build.
Our children will lead future gen-
erations out into the sweet out-
.doors, and artists will arise from
among them.”

Concluding he sald: “The friend-
ships of men of many countries
made me more than a millionaire.
My stock has always paid rich div-
idends; it has always been above
par. Life is more than steels, mot-
ors and rails, more than business.
Business is a means to an end, not
an end.

“What have these thoughts to do
with Rotary? They have every-
thing to do with Rotary. This new
life which men are looking forward
to and talking about, is the Rotary
life which we have summarized in
the expression, ‘Service above
self.’"”

Another great event of the after-
noon, was the introduction to the
meeting of Rear Admiral Bynd,
Rotarian, who was greeted with a
volume of applause, and was ap-
plauded frequently as he told of
crossing the North and South Pol-
es, carrying the Rotary Club Flag
on each occasion and declaring
that he will have a Rotary Flag
with him when he seeks a new
continent in the Antarctic. He
later paid a high tribute to the
people of New Zealand, and when
he discovers this new continent in
the Antarctic, he told- them he
would name it “Little New Zeal-
and.”

The address of the President,
was full of information, it is im-
possible for me to more than mere-
1y refer to it, and to say that from
his visits abroad, he has brought
home with him a strong conviction
that we may look forward to the
constant development of Rotary

and economic life of the northern
countries, He emphasized the spirit
of co-operation which is growing.
“Rotarians are in this conven-
tion in greater numebrs than be-
fore, b they are aware that

oonsider Rotary’s Pprogr H
(e are here to consider the legis-
fative side of our work; we are
here to meet our old friends and to
make new ones; we are here to
present, a true picture to the world
% what Rotary is and what it
Moes. We are here \t:o elect our of-

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this theory of co-operatioh within
a nation and around the world has
been a basic principle of their move-
ment since its inception. They are
here because they have found thab
the philosophy to which they have
pinned their faith, seems now to
be given an opportunity to vedeem
the land that gave birth to Rot-
ary. Small wonder that they have
here determined to keep alive 8
force that can bring courage and
faith into a mation, and a spirit

that can produce in the hearts of
men a desire to live together on
terms which mesn the survival of
all”

In the report made by Secretary
Chesléy R. Perry, he states that
the year 1932-33 “will long he re-
membered as an extremely signi-
ficant one in Rotary history.”

He went on, “Rotarians have met
the ohallenge of these times by
saving as never before, regardless
of the cost of time and money, It
has been & trying year for Rotary.
The income of the organization has
dedlined appreciably.  Numerous
and sundry economies have been
necessary. The budget has been
palanced. More Rotary clubs were
elected to membership than during
the preceding year, Fewer charters
were cancelled than during the
preceding year, Membership losses
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or to be on the decline. ;
Tuesday's discussions were based
on the general theme “The Indi-
vidual Rotary Club Under Survey”
divided into, “Founding and Build-
ing,” “Maintaining and Develop-
ing”, and “Relating the Olub to its
Task.” The last subject was dis-
oussed by Mr., John Nelson of
Montreal.
In an outline of Rotfary's task,
Mr. Nelson, chairman of the Aims
and Objects Committee, sald that
primarily, “it is to assqclate to-
gether men in all walks and call-
ings of life in a fraternity mutu-
ally stimulating, and helpful to
themselves and to the whole com-
munity.” He declared that the
Rotary idea must be related to its
task through the individual. M.
Nelson said that for this reason, a
certain: amount of education is re-
quired—education that comes by

mixed formula or any
creed.

During ‘the afternoon, there were
discussions by different assemb-
lies, the general theme being “The
Individual Rotary Club Under
Survey.” Your representative sat
with those representing clubs from
fifty to one hundred members.
The problem club was discussed,
.and it was pointed out that the
club that is failing is one that has
no object or incentive for which
to work.

A discussion on “Attendance”
was interesting, and it was sur-
prising to learn that one club in
California had seventeen 100 per
cent meetings In succession. This
brought out from some very wise
Rotarians, the.fact that 100 per
cent meetings were more of g
stumbling block than a help, as it
antagonized officers who  were
gtriving to gain this 100 per cent
when anyone flalled to appear, thus
making Rotary a burden rather
than a benefit. The discussion fur-
ther disclosed the fact that when-
ever a club {s carrying on in such
& way, that its removal from the
community would not be missed, it
is time for it to tum in its chart-
er, In. other words, & Rotary Clud
cannot exist for itself, but rather
for the sexrvice it renders others.
