THE HOUSE OF LIFE
The Invistble House of the Mind.

The House of Life is built verv
gradually through the . years. A
small child learning to walk s
building into greater usefulness
and  effectiveness the  Visible
House of the Bodv. All animals
have the Visible House of the
Body., but animals do not have
the Invisible House of the Mind.
with a higher brain development
endowed with nowers of reasoning
and abstract thought. |

The child in school is buildine
his Invisible House of the .Mind
by developing the intelligence
centres cf the brain as he in-
creases his store of knowledge in
the treasure room of memory, and
busy in his mental workshon of
reasoning and thinking, judgment
and understanding.

All parts of the body and mind
grow through the nourishment of
food and drink. intervals of rest
and sleem. exercise and use. All
parts need to he trained in zood
habits, and to he protected from
injury or from damage of drves
that have been taken into the
bodv. Even a very small dose of

a drug may damage a part of

the body. Strychnine has an af-
finity for the heart; pepsin has
an affinity for the stomach; Al-
cohol has .an affinity for the
brain. Alcohol is a narcotic drug.
A narcotic is a drug that numbs
or stupefies. Other narcotics like
oplum and cocaine are marked as
harmful and their sale is careful-
ly ocontrolled. Alcohol is the only
narcotic from which the public is
not protected by restriction of
sales.

In youth, the growing period of
life, drug damage is greater than
in’ later years, for the drug not
only hinders the necessary work
of the cells for the time, but may
prevent the growth and develop-
ment of the cells, and handicap
the youth by an immature, weak-
ened or stunted body, mind or
soul. As the brain cells of the
mind are later in developing than
the body brain cells, so they are
more delicately made, and more
easily injurtd or destroyed.

Within a few minutes of drink-
ing a glass of beer or wine, some
of the. alcohol has passed un-
changed and undigested into tiie
blood stream and soon reaches the
brain and these most delica
cells are affected first. '

Urges Seeing-eye

VANCOUVER, March 4 — (CP)
— A school in Canada to train
“seeing-eye” dogs was urged by
Mrs. Lorna Barclay, former home
teacher of "the Canadian Institute
for the Blind. in an address here.
She said few of the Dominion’s
15,000 blind can afford to import
the trained United States dogs.
“It costs Canadian blind people
$550 for a “seeing-eye” dog from
the United States,” she said,
“while United States sightless
citizens can get them for $150 and
pay only $50 for a replacement
where that is necessary. There is
no special provision for replace-
ment in the case of Canadians.”
Reason for the difference in cost
was the fact that the training
school in Morristown, N. J., was
heavily endowed so far as Ameri-
cans were concerned. It costs $1,-
000 to put the German Ehepherds
through their nine-week ‘training
course.

“These dogs, like my Nikki, give
blind people a great feeling of
independence and make them feel
like normal human beings. . .It
would be a wonderful step forward
if Canada could establish a school
to train the animals,

TORONTO, March 3 —(OP) —
Postage stamp dealer Harry B.
Martin said tpday he leaves Satur-
day for Bermuda to attend one of
the most unique stamp sales in his-
tory. The collection to be sold by
Bermuda's prize court was seized
by the Royal Navy while being
shipped fram German ports to
North America during the Second
World War, he said. It contains
some 160,000 packages of priceless
stamps, representing some of Eur-
ope’s best pre-war collections.
