A fourth great battle was raging
on the lower Dnieper where the
Germans were said to have cross-
ed the broad stream and captured
village “O”, and then tried to push
forward across another river to
cut the Russians off in the rear.
Instead, the Germans were sald
to have been trapped by an en~
circlement manoeuvre,  Artiller
broke up attempts of the Nazis
to reinforce their troops bath by
land and by air, and then Soviet
tanks began charges Into the isol-
ated mass,

In the north, presumably about
the Soviet Baltic naval base of
Kronstadt near Leningrad, it was
claimed that 100 German planes
had been shot down in making an
unsuccessful attack.

Red bombers also struck at Ber-
lin again over Thursday night,
it was reported, setting off fires
and explosions.

Two German-held alrdromes
west of Lake Ilmen, on the Lenine
grad front were smashed by Sove
iet attacks and 74 grounded Ger-
man planes of the famous Rich-
thofen squadron based there were
destroyed, Soviet reports said.

Adverse comment
On King’s speech

NEW YORK, Sept. 5 — (CP) —
British censorship —authorities in
their understandable eagerness to
prevent any advance word reaching
the enemy of Prime Minister Chur-
chill's whereabouts, inadvertently
contributed yesterday to a Canadian|
Press error in an account of Prime !
Minister Mackenzie King's address
to_a Lord Mayor’s luncheon,

For reasons of security, the Brit-
ish censor does not pass for trans-
mission any reference to Mr. Chur-
chill's plans, Hence in sending to
North America in advance the text
of Mr. King's speech, all his refer-
ences to Mr. Churchill's presence in
his audience were deleted and only
approved for transmission after tie
speech was delivered, By the time
these inserted portions were avail-
able for publication the erroneous
account was already in print in
many Canadian and United States
cities, L

1hrough a regrettable editorial
error, the Canadian Press failed to
use at once the information in ‘nhe
inserted portions to correct the er-
roneous introduction to its account
of the speech.

The error was this; Mr, King ac-
tually urged the United States 10
glve Britain an assurance of sup-p
port against Germany similar to
that which Mr, Churchill gave the
United States last week in case of
war with Japan.

But the holding up of the sent-
ence referring to the Far East and
tailure to change the introduction
immediately made it appear that
Mr, King had _uiged the United

| States to give Britain a declaration

of . support similar to that given by
Mr. Roosevelt to Canada in his
Kingston declaration. |
The vital paragraphs were:— |
“We' in Canada were greatly
heartened when three years ago ihe
President, after referring to the Do-
minion of Canada as part of the
sisterhood - of the British Empire,
declared that the people of the Un-
ited States would not stand idly by
if the domination of Canadian scil
were threatened by any other Em-
pire. In the name of our govern=-|
ment I reciprocated at once by reccg=
nizing Canada’s responsibilities to
do what lay within her power to
prevent attacks through our terri-
tory upon the United States. These
declarations were the starting point
of our agreement for joint defence.
“Today, fortunately .we are Wwit-
nessing the birth of still wider ar-
rangements for joint defence among
the British Empire and the United
States. Your declaration, Mr, Prime
Minister, that in the Far East Brit-
tain would stand at the side of the
United States is a sure sign of the
deepening interdependence of the
free world. A similar declaration on
the part of the United States as
respects Nazi Germany would, I be-
lieve, serve to shorten this perilous
conflict. Such a declaration would
be full of meaning for the German
people.”
The sentence the censor held up
was the one starting “Your declar-
ation, Mr, Prime Minister,” and
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ending ‘“of the free world.”
