The Mistery of 3 Methodist Circult
In Prince Edward lslasd

Tracing its Roots in the Cultural, Educational and
Commercial Fields of the Community.

UHAPTER SEVEN (Continued)

Rev. Richard Smith, who came to the circult {n 1864, was one of
the liveliest workers Bedeque has ever had. His immediate predecessor
left a noté in the books regarding who was to be pald for the oats
which had been sown in the front eneadow of the Searletown ten acres,
but the harvest Mr. Smith was interested in was not brother Sprague’s
oats but the harvest of souls, From the minute books which he start-
ed we see Mr. Smith as a man of God with a sense of humor, traits
which do not always go together in the ministerial make-up. Sunday
8chool Committees, Trustee Board meetings, and other such routine
and often overlooked matters received thorough re-organization st
his hands. From the minister’s minute book we find word of
thriving Sabjath School at Searletown in the church-year 1865-66,
with Hiram Trueman, Thomas Sobey, Mrs. Stephen Black, and Mrs.

Strang as Bible clase teachers, and Mrs. Dougald Wright, Horatio
Wright, Louisa Wright and Miss Lowther teaching the smaller classes.
The Superintendent was Lewis Wright, with Solomon Wright as librar-
jan. The latter job may not have been very strenuous but additiona!
duties were certainly added the next,year when John Wright present-
ed a new library costing eight pounds.

During the next decade many of the Searlelown slalwarts crossed
over, some before a location for a cemetery could be decided on. Ac-
cording to the original deed an acre of church property was earmarked
to be God's Acre, but in 1871 the trustees decided to purchase land from
Horatlo Wright, Later still it was decided by the Trustee Board to
buy an acre from Lewis Wright, which accordingly was done, to be-
gin what is now the present cemetery. New trustees appointed at
this time included 8., H. Trueman, S. R. Black, Solomon Wright, Doug-
ald Wright, John Arnett and Christopher Smith, filling vacancies
caused by death, removal and retirement. '

Joseph Black, one of the fathers of the Searletown cause, tied
May 9, 1871, aged 8!. He had been a Methodist for fifty-five years;
and came to his last Quarter Meeting in Searletown chapel leahing
heavily on two canes‘ his snow white head bowed with the years, and
took farswell of his, Christian brethren for the last time. Of his
nine children three were married to Wrights, one to a Truerman and
another to a Callbeck—names to conjure with in Methodist circles. One
son who went to Massachusetis as a young man was a Captain in the
Civil War and later a United States Senator,

John Wright, Bsq., whose son Dougald was married to Beria Black,
jolned his departed neighbor on the Other Side four years later. Full
of years and honours; nearly eighty-seven, one time member of the
Legislative Councll, Justice of the Peace, Coroner, Lt Colonel of the
Militia, he left a tradition for public service which was carefully
cherished and guarded by many descendants, including his son Dougald
Wright, and grandson F'. J. E. Wright, who in turmn were for many years
sheriffs of Prince County. Lewis Wright of Searletown, a younger
brother of the Squire’s, died the next year in March of 1876. He con-
fined his public service to work in the church his father had so well
established. His passing, llke the finishing of & good book, left mem-
ories and influences immeasurable. A fire which destroyed his home,
May 21, 1868, may also have destroyed the early minutes of Bedeque
Quarter meetings and other Methodists records.

Services in the seventies were every second Sunday afternoon at
Searletown, where in the winter Sunday evenings brother Hiram True-
man taught & Bible Class which was very popular with the congrege-
tion. Hiram Trueman of Chignecto, who married Trypheme, daughter
of Joseph Black in 1854, came to ue the same year settling at
Searletown where the location of his well known blacksmith shop soon
became known as Trueman's Corner. The .ten Sunday Schools on the
charge, all teaching the church catechism, were in operation seven

months of the year.
Ladies’ Aid Appointed

Rev. Richard Smith, with an eye to the comfort of the minister's
family appointed a Ladies’ Ald Soclety to take charge of the Mission
house furniture. ‘They were called “A Oommittee of female Friends*

Cape Traverss Chapel

'The wee chapel at Cape Traverse, erected in 153; was x‘anamd
thirty years later, when pews replaced the benches which in turn haf
superseded the pioneer plank seats. A new }'o:f over the old one kept
the new pews dry and helped to make this the snuggest of sturdy
churches at a total cost of £135. This church, whose checkered history
would see it used at Cape Traverse Corner as a hall, and later still as ¢
studio for the noted Island artist, Mary Allison Doull, stood a little
east of the present Cape Traverse Church at what might he called the
front centre of the graveyard. It was lighted by candles in tin holders,
one of which still hangs on the gallery post in the Doull studio. The
removal of a square entry porch, that covered the front door of the
old church, is the most noticeable change the years have made in ik
exterior. A wood stove should have heated the building adequately, but
a Oape Traverse winter custom, (long since fallen into disuse), of
placing a lighted lantern near the feet with a wrap encircling hoth,
made for comfort without too much fire.

Caplain Lewis Mutlart, of ice-boat fame, provided the fuel wood
for the church as long as he lived. He was one of the stalwarts of the
church, and though at times a stutterer hie could pray flusntly and
sing the hymns of Methodism without a stamyner. For many years h
and his brother John led the singing in the church, which as newly
pewed, had one centre aisle with two rows of scats, ‘The top scal on
the left was occupied by Isaac Clark with Lewis Multart next, Thest
were double pews with doors opening outwards. 'The pew dircctly op
posite Muttart’s on the right-hand side was that of Robert Wrights
while the top-most seat on the right was shared by George Bell and
John D. Muttart. i

Muttart, Samuel Leard, Charles Mutlart, Robert Wright, William Sillke
er, Ephriam Bell, Alexander Sirang, Isaac Clark and John D. Muttart
The gallery was not ereoted till 1884, when a reorganized choir and new
organ, with Minnie Clark—soon to be Mrs. Rcbert Mutlarl-—as organ:
ist, vacated the Robert Wright and John D. Muttart pews which they
had been using, and, moving upstairs, made, nol. only melocy on high,
but more room for a growing congregation,

Cape Traverse homes like thelr churches were well-bulll in tht
early days. Only a few yards from where the cld church now stands i
a beautiful garden, there is the Mary Allison Doull home, the fornet
Joseph Olark house, built by John Clark in 1822. Sct on sills of 14xH
pine, with clapboard finish covering boards cf the rame wood meas
uring up to twenty-eight inches wide, this old colonial cottage. like it/
church-studio naighbor would appear to be good for another hundred
years. ‘The membership at Cape Traverse was never very large in iht
early days. While Augustine Cove in 1861 had sixteen members i
class, including QGeorge Muttart and wife Ann, grandparents o
Messrs, William, Albert, Frank and Hedloy Muttart of Carleton and
great grandfather of the Chief Justice of P. E. I, only six membed
are listed for Cape Traverse:—Robert Wright and wife Elizabeth Mut-
tart, Mrs. Charles Muttart. John L. Muttart, Sophia Muttart and Mar}
Ann Muttart. The preponderance of the Muttarts was similar to t¥
of the Wrights at Bedeque at an early period.
