Society of the Charlottetown Bep-
tist Church was organized in 1872.

The church
connected with. the Nova Scota
Baptist Association in the Summer
of 1837. It then had twenty one
members and in the autumn of
that. year it enlarged its place of
worship to hold over two hundred
persons. ;

First Church Opened

In the year 1842 the church be-
gan to raise money for the erection
of a house of worship which was

completed and opened on August |
| 24th,1845. This

church  building
stood on the corner of Upper
Prince and
July 1850 a Sunday School was
organized and Thomas Broadwell
appointed sperintendent.

Early in the year 1853 the church
building was moved to a site on
Great  George Street between
Dorchester Street and the building
occupied by the Marine, Public
Works and Customs Departments.

The Prince Edward Island Bap-
tist Assoclation  was formed in
March 1854, and the Charlottetown
Baptist Church became a member.
The church soon found that they
were not receiving the assistance
that they had previously had so
they broke off from the Island
Association April 16th, 1856 and
joined the Nova Scotia Eastern
Association.

The tower of the church
building was destroyed by fire in
1886 and on May 15th, 1888 this
fine church building was destroyed
by a conflagration that burned
most of the buildings on the city
block.

The church was without -a house
had about $5,000 |
debt, The large hall of the Young
Men's Christian Association was
secured where the usual services
were held from May 15th 1888 to |
October 1889.  Rev J. A. Gordon |
came to the church as pastor in
1889 and led during the
most difficult period of its history.

The school room of the new church
| building was so far completed that
regular services were held in it
from Ooctober 20th 1889 until Jan-
uary 11th, 1891 when the present
splendid. building was opened.
The cost of this building was about
'$12.000 Mr. C. B. Chappell was the
architect and Mr. C. W. Cox the
builder.

The parsonage was built under
the leadership of Rev, G. R, White.
The cost was about $2,800. Mr.
John P. Nicholson was the archi-
tect and Lowe .Brothers the Build- |
ers, The debt of the church was
reduced from time to time so that
on the 90th birthday of the Char-
lottetown  Baptist Church the
mortgages were all burned on Mon-
day evening November 1st, 1026.

MR. DESBRISAY'S DEATH |
During the pastorate of Rev. C.;
J. Burnett, Mr. Thomas DesBrisay |
died (1857). He was the first mem- |
ber, first deacon, the principal sup- |
port and most active office-bearer
in the early years of the church.|
That same year when without a
pastor, Mr. James DesBrisay read
Spurgeon’s sermons to the as-
sembled congregation. Rev. John
Davis was a man of vigorous in-
tellect, an able preacher. and a
writer of more than ordinary ver-
satility. Of Rev. W. B. Haynes it
is recorded that he was “a student
of Mr. Spurgeon's college.” Under
hig leadership many were added to
the church,

Death came to Mr. Donald
Nicholson, November 8th, 1874. He
